The following is an example of a written procedure for handling contaminated laundry in a school setting.

Soiled Laundry—All Departments
1.
Personnel handling contaminated laundry will wear gloves.

2.
All soiled linens will be placed immediately in a red plastic bag and securely tied. All soiled linen bags will be placed in plastic-lined linen carts in various work units.

3.
Classroom personnel will be responsible for transporting soiled linen bags to the laundry cart location. 

4.
Bags containing linen heavily soiled with blood, feces, or other highly contaminated material will be labeled as such. If the outside of the red bag is contaminated, that bag should be ‘double-bagged’ into another red bag.
