Plan for monitoring medication administration: 
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EPIPEN® (EPINEPHRINE) AUTO-INJECTOR DIRECTIONS
Remove the EpiPen Auto-Injector from the plastic carrying case.
Pull off the blue safety release cap.

Swing and firmly push orange tip against mid-outer thigh.

Hold for approximately 10 seconds.

Remove and massage the area for 10 seconds.
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AUVI-Q™ (EPINEPHRINE INJECTION, USP) DIRECTIONS

1. Remove the outer case of Auvi-Q. This will automatically activate the voice
instructions.

Pull off red safety guard.
Place black end against mid-outer thigh.
Press firmly and hold for 5 seconds.
Remove from thigh.
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ADRENACLICK®/ADRENACLICK® GENERIC DIRECTIONS
1. Remove the outer case.

Remove grey caps labeled “1" and “2". o N\, ~N o
Place red rounded tip against mid-outer thigh.
Press down hard until needle penetrates. ~ \\W
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Hold for 10 seconds. Remove from thigh.
