REMARKS BY DEPUTY STATE SUPERINTENDENT MICHAEL THOMPSON
Michael Thompson, Deputy State Superintendent, greeted members of the Professional Standards Council (PSC) and provided an update on education funding and legislation at the federal and state levels
Michael Thompson also introduced Sheila Briggs, Assistant State Superintendent, Division for Academic Excellence, to her first meeting of the Professional Standards Council. Sheila was formerly the Director of State and Federal Programs for the Madison Metropolitan School District where she was responsible for the implementation and accountability for all government programs.  Prior to that, she was the elementary lead principal, assisting 32 elementary principals with school and educator improvement, struggling students, and professional development.  Sheila also served as principal of Schenk Elementary School for 6 years, leading it through significant changes. 
2011-13 BIENNIAL BUDGET UPDATE;

Michael Thompson, Deputy State Superintendent, provided an overview of the Governor’s 
2011-13 Budget Request, including examples of major budget cuts and proposed changes to charter and choice legislation. The average “per child” decrease is $550.00. Detailed analysis of the Governor’s 2011-13 Budget Request may be found at http://dpi.wi.gov/pb/index.html.
ANNUAL REPORT:
Sharon Suchla, Assistant Director, Teacher Education, Professional Development and Licensure, (TEPDL), shared the final 2009-10 PSC Annual Report with members of the PSC. This document will be available on the TEPDL website.
ADMINISTRATOR CONTENT GUIDELINES:

Tammy Huth, Assistant Director, TEPDL, provided an overview of the draft Wisconsin Licensure Program Content Guidelines for Career and Technical Education Coordinator and collected suggestions for consideration for inclusion in the document from the council. Funding for this project was provided by the Wallace Foundation.
UPDATE ON EDUCATOR EFFECTIVENESS DESIGN TEAM:
Julie Underwood, Dean, UW-Madison School of Education, and Lisa Benz, Ellsworth Middle School, presented an update on the Educator Effectiveness Design Team. The Design Team is comprised of designees of statewide stakeholder groups. A work group meets to pull together documentation and research to facilitate decision making by the Design Team. The work of the Design Team reflects changes in the national framework of teacher quality, moving from the conception of an educator as “highly qualified” to that of being “highly effective,” as measured, in part, by student learning and growth. 

The Design Team will hold a symposium on June 30, 2011, to gather input. A framework will be concluded by October 2011.

UPDATE ON PROGRAM APPROVAL/CONTINUOUS REVIEW PROCESS (CRP) WORK GROUP:
Cathy Cullen and Elaine Strom, Education Consultants with TEPDL, presented an update on the Continuous Review Process Work Group and the chronology of their meetings to date. The purpose of the group is to collaborate in the development of a continuous review process for educator preparation programs. The work group will bring recommendations to the State Superintendent.
EXPIRING TERMS ON THE PSC:
Julie Brilli, Director, TEPDL provided a list of members whose terms are expiring on June 30, 2011. Nomination forms from those members seeking reappointment to the council may be obtained from Peg Solberg.
Jeff McCabe, representing the Wisconsin Association of School Boards (WASB), and Kay Staff, representing the Wisconsin Federation of Teachers (WFT) and WEAC announced they would not be seeking reappointment to the council.
