IN GENERAL—A charter school may apply for funds under this subpart, whether or not the charter school has applied for or received funds under this subpart for planning, program design, or implementation, to carry out the activities described in subparagraph (B) if the charter school has been in operation for at least three consecutive years and has demonstrated overall success, including—

(i) substantial progress in improving student academic achievement;

(ii) high levels of parent satisfaction; and

(iii) the management and leadership necessary to overcome initial start-up problems and establish a thriving, financially viable charter school.

(B)
ACTIVITIES—A charter school described in subparagraph (A) may use funds reserved under paragraph (1) to assist other schools in adapting the charter school's program (or certain aspects of the charter school's program), or to disseminate information about the charter school, through such activities as—

(i)
assisting other individuals with the planning and start-up of one or more new public schools, including charter schools, that are independent of the assisting charter school and the assisting charter school's developers, and that agree to be held to at least as high a level of accountability as the assisting charter school;

(ii)
developing partnerships with other public schools, including charter schools, designed to improve student academic achievement in each of the schools participating in the partnership;

(iii)
developing curriculum materials, assessments, and other materials that promote increased student achievement and are based on successful practices within the assisting charter school; and

(iv)
conducting evaluations and developing materials that document the successful practices of the assisting charter school and that are designed to improve student performance in other schools.

Grant Awards: Dissemination grants are awarded on a single grant basis for twenty-four months duration. Schools may apply for up to $125,000 for each twelve-month period. Proposals may be for a single charter school or a consortia of two or more charter schools which meet the criteria above. Proposals may be for one activity that will take the full twenty-four months to complete or for two separate activities, each of which will be completed in twelve months. 

Inasmuch as charter schools are intended to serve as “living laboratories” to try innovative approaches free of governmental regulation, it is appropriate that grant funds be made available to assist schools in disseminating the innovations that prove successful to other charter schools, other school districts, the general public and policymakers, and other places and persons that would find these products useful. Dissemination grants are not to be used in any way towards the operation of the charter school. Funds are to be used exclusively for the preparation and dissemination of a product or service.

Grant Review Process: Applications will be evaluated by an experienced external review panel who have no vested interest in the applications under consid​eration. The evaluation panel will submit funding recommendations to the state superintendent for final approval. If the funds requested exceed the funds available, amounts requested may be reduced. Schools making a proposal that is not selected for funding may resubmit it in a revised form or in a new proposal in subsequent rounds. Schools may, if they wish, submit more than one proposal in any round for an amount up to $125,000. Announcement of the charter school subgrant program will be made through statewide presentations and mailings to Wisconsin school districts and charter schools, organizations and agencies on the DPI express mailing list, and all interested persons, agencies, and organizations known to the DPI.

No other written materials will be provided to the review panel. If additional information is needed, DPI will contact the district/authorizer.

6. Executive Summary: The first page of the application must be an “Executive Summary” which clearly and concisely provides a complete overview of the characteristics of the charter school. Please include grades served and curricular focus or theme of the charter school. The executive summary must be emailed to: julie.blaney@dpi.wi.gov as part of the application process.  
7. Cover: DPI’s Charter Schools Subgrant Application Form PI-9600-D must be used as the cover of your application. This form is not considered part of the 12 page maximum.

8. Font and Type: A minimum of an (11) eleven-point font must be used for the body of your application. If possible, Arial, Helvetica, or Times New Roman font should be used when preparing your application.

9. Copies: The original and five (5) copies of each application must be submitted to the DPI. DPI will not reproduce copies. Failure to include any of the required parts of the proposal may result in the proposal not being funded.
