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The creation of the Gresham School District out of the territory of the existing Shawano-Gresham School District raises a number of questions in the context of open enrollment and tuition waivers, particularly as it affects the ability of students to continue attending school in 2007-08 in the same schools they are attending in the 2006-07 school year.  This document is intended to answer those questions.  
1. All students may attend school in their resident school districts.  That is, students who will live within the Gresham School District may attend school in Gresham and students who will live within the Shawano School District may attend school in Shawano.  

2. Students who are residents of the Shawano-Gresham School District in the 2006-07 school year and attending Shawano School, but who will reside in the Gresham School District in 2007-08, may continue to attend Shawano schools in the 2007-08 school year.  
· These students must apply for a tuition waiver for the 2007-08 school year (form PI 9419-B).  

· If these students wish to attend Shawano schools in the 2008-09 school year and beyond, they must submit applications to the Shawano School District during the February 4-22, 2008, open enrollment application period.  
3. Students who are residents of the Shawano-Gresham School District in the 2006-07 school year and attending school in Gresham may continue to attend Shawano schools in the 2007-08 school year.  

· If these students will reside in the Shawano School District in the 2007-08 school year, they may attend school in the Shawano School District as residents.  

· If these students will reside in the Gresham School District in the 2007-08 school year, they may attend school in the Shawano School District under an additional year tuition waiver.  If these students wish to attend Shawano schools in the 2008-09 school year and beyond, they must submit applications to the Shawano School District during the February 4-22, 2008, open enrollment application period.  

4. Students who are open enrolled out of the Shawano-Gresham School District in the 2006-07 school year (i.e. to Bowler School District) may continue their open enrollment in the 2007-08 school year and beyond without having to submit new open enrollment applications.  

5. Students who are open enrolled into the Shawano-Gresham School District (i.e. from Bowler School District) in the 2006-07 school year may continue their open enrollment to either the Shawano School District or the Gresham School District in the 2007-08 school year and beyond without having to submit new open enrollment applications.   
6. Students who are attending school in Gresham in 2006-07, but who will be residents of the Shawano School District, may continue attending school in Gresham in the 2007-08 school year under a tuition agreement between the Shawano and Gresham School District.     

· If these students wish to attend Gresham schools in the 2008-09 school year and beyond, they must submit applications to the Gresham School District during the February 4-22, 2008, open enrollment application period.  

7. New open enrollment does not apply to the Gresham School District, into or out of the district, for the 2007-08 school year.
