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Summer School

Private schools participating in the Milwaukee Parental Choice Program (MPCP) and the Parental Private School Choice Program (PPSCP) may be eligible to receive state aid payments for providing allowable summer school instruction to Choice eligible students.  In order to receive MPCP/PPSCP state aid for summer school instruction an eligible school must meet all Choice program requirements. 

Allowable Summer School Instruction.  Under Wisconsin Administrative Code PI 35.05(9), the State Superintendent of Public Instruction is required to annually review academic summer classes or laboratory periods that are necessary for academic purposes at Choice schools seeking Choice summer school state aid.  Allowable Choice summer school instruction is defined under Wisconsin Administrative Code PI 35.043 as summer school learning experiences that are related or similar to instruction that is offered during the rest of the school year or for which credit toward graduation is given.  

Under Administrative Rule PI 35.043, Choice summer school instruction may include: (a) up to 270 minutes of instruction time per pupil, per day, including field trips if accompanied by a teacher and if all pupils have equal access to field trips regardless of their ability to pay; (b) music programs, lessons, sections or clinics; and (c) swimming instruction programs, if taught or directed on-site.  

According to PI 35.043, Choice summer school instruction may not include: (a) any offering not provided by or directed on-site by a teacher; (b) participation in fairs or expositions by pupil organizations, such as Future Farmers of America; (c) recreational programs and team sports; (d) performances, including band, orchestra, parades and plays; and (e) travel time to events, including field trips.

Student Eligibility for MPCP/PPSCP Summer School Payment.  The following students are eligible for Choice summer school state aid payments: (a) a continuing Choice pupil who was enrolled in the MPCP or PPSCP at any MPCP or PPSCP school on the 2nd Friday in January in the school term immediately preceding the summer school instruction (students cannot transfer between the MPCP and PPSCP—a student is only eligible for Choice summer school in the same program that the student was counted in on the 2nd Friday in January) ; or (b) a new Choice student just accepted in the MPCP or PPSCP at your school for the school term immediately following the summer school instruction.  DPI staff will verify the eligibility of students for Choice summer school payments by checking the school’s list against the 2nd Friday in January count date class list and against eligible applications on file for newly accepted students.

Choice Summer School Payment Calculation.  State aid payment for MPCP/PPSCP summer school is not calculated in the same manner as the regular school year Choice payment.  For summer school aid purposes state aid is paid based on an average daily membership (ADM) equivalent.  The ADM is converted to a full-time equivalent (FTE) count, which is multiplied by the school’s summer school per pupil cost (as determined by the summer school report) and then multiplied by 40% to arrive at the amount due to the school.  A school’s Choice summer school state aid is calculated as follows:

1. Calculate Total Pupil Minutes for Choice and All Pupils: Sum the total number of minutes each student was enrolled in school summer instruction, up to the maximum of 270 minutes per pupil, per day.  The definition of “enrolled” in summer school for purposes of the Choice program is the sum of the first day of attendance, the last day of attendance and the number of days in between that the student was in attendance or excused for legitimate reasons (such as illness or vacation) but still enrolled in the class.  New enrollments after the start of summer school or students who drop a course will affect the enrollment calculation.

2. Calculate the ADM Equivalent for Choice and All Pupils:  Take the total pupil minutes and divide by 48,600 rounding to the nearest whole number.  
3. Round to a Choice and All Pupil FTE Count:  Round, using normal rounding rules, the total ADM equivalent to the nearest whole number to arrive at a FTE count.   Please note, it is possible that a school may have to round to zero and therefore would not receive a summer school payment.

4. Summer School Cost:  This cost is calculated using the summer school report.  It includes the school’s operating and debt service cost that is related to the educational programming for summer school.  It should include the direct costs for summer school (salaries, supplies, etc) and may include any allocated costs the school determines relates to summer school (buildings, overhead, etc).  If costs are allocated, they must be allocated using one of the allowed bases in Wisconsin Administrative Code PI 35.045 (3)(a).  The allowed allocation basis are:

1. Instruction costs may be allocated based on either pupil full−time equivalency or time spent.

2. Student support service costs may be allocated based on either pupil full−time equivalency or time spent.

3. Administration costs may be allocated based on direct program expenditures, time spent, or full−time equivalent employees.

4. Accounting costs may be allocated based on either the number of transactions or time spent.

5. Facility operation and maintenance costs may be allocated based on floor space operated, space occupied over time, or labor hours. 

6. Pupil transportation costs may be allocated based on miles driven, pupil miles driven or driver hours.
Any cost included as a summer school cost may not be included in the regular school year per pupil cost calculation.

5. Summer School Per Pupil Cost:  This is the cost to provide education to a pupil for summer school.  It is calculated as the summer school cost divided by the summer school all pupil FTE.
6. Determine Payment Amount Due:  Multiply the FTE by the school’s summer school per pupil cost and multiply that result by 40%. 

The school is required to submit the Summer School Report (PI-PCP-109) by October 15 following the summer school program.  The department will review this report and request additional information as needed.  The pupils and minutes included in the Summer School Report are reviewed by the auditor in conjunction with the September Enrollment Audit due December 15th.  The cost portion of the Summer School Report is audited with the Financial Information Report due September 1st of the following year.

Choice Summer School Payment Process.  After DPI staff reviews the summer school reports that are due by October 15 following the summer school program, the summer school payment due to each Choice school will be issued as a separate payment and mailed with the regular Choice payments the school will receive in November.  For example, if a school is eligible to receive a regular Choice payment of $25,000 in November and their eligible summer school payment is $5,000, the school will receive one check in the amount of $25,000 (as payment for their eligible Choice students enrolled during that time) and a second check in the amount of $5,000 (as their summer school payment).  
Certificate of Occupancy.  Please remember that a school is required to have submitted a valid final certificate of occupancy for its school by May 1 if the school is offering summer school.

1. Calculation Total Pupil Minutes:

a. Multiply the days each student was enrolled in the summer school program by daily minutes of instruction the student received on those days.

Example:  

-
Each student’s total minutes is 5,400 (20 days and 270 minutes of instruction each day)

b. Sum each student total minutes to arrive at the school’s total pupil minutes.

Example:  

· Total Choice pupil minutes equal 108,000. (20x5,400=108,000)

· Total All pupil minutes equals 162,000. (30x5,400=162,000)
2. Calculate the ADM Equivalent:

a. Divide the total pupil minutes by 48,600 and take out the result to two decimal points.

Example:

· Choice ADM is 2.22 (108,000/48,600=2.22)

· All Pupil ADM is 3.33 (162,000/48,600=3.33)

3. Round to a FTE Count:  

a. Round the total ADM to the nearest whole number.

Example:

· 2.22 is rounded down to 2.0 FTE

· 3.33 is rounded down to 3.0 FTE

4. Calculate the Summer School Cost:
a. Calculate the summer school cost using the summer school report. 

Example: The school has salaries of $5,000 and allocates $500 of building costs and $500 of overhead costs using one of the allowed allocation methods, for a total summer school cost of $6,000.
b. Calculate the summer school per pupil cost as the total summer school cost divided by the All Pupil FTE.

Example: The school has a summer school per pupil cost of $2,000 ($6,000/3.0 FTE = $2,000).

5. Determine Payment Amount Due:

a. Multiply the Choice FTE by the 2012-13 summer school per pupil cost and then by 40%.

Example:  Amount payable equals $1,600 (2.0 FTE x $2,000 x 40% =$1,600).
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
