Important Dates for September, October and November
September 1-14, 2008

· Open application period for September for those schools that chose this period in their notice of intent to participate in February 2008. 
September 19, 2008 

· Schools take the 3rd Friday in September count of MPCP pupils enrolled in their school and prepare a corresponding class list of MPCP pupils by last name within each grade level.
September 29, 2008 

· DPI sends out the September state aid payments to eligible MPCP schools by UPS, based on each school’s eligible applications and corresponding class list submitted to DPI by September 1, 2008.

October 1, 2008 

· The completed 3rd Friday in September membership report, corresponding class list by grade level and last name, and any applications for those enrolled MPCP pupils not submitted by September 1st are due at DPI.

October 15, 2008 

· The continuing eligibility report form, indicating the criteria to be used in meeting one or more of the four standards for continuing eligibility the school will meet in the 2008-09 school year, is due at DPI. 

· MPCP schools that offered summer school to MPCP students in the summer of 2008 must submit the summer school program report to DPI by this date in order to receive state funding.

November 1, 2008

· New schools must submit their revised budget and cash flow form to the DPI.

November, 11 2008 

· The pupil assignment council holds its second 08-09 meeting starting at 4:00 p.m. at Destiny High School at 7210 North 76th Street in Milwaukee.  MPCP schools are reminded that it is important to have a representative at each meeting as important information is disseminated. 

November 24, 2008 

· DPI sends out the November state aid payments to MPCP schools by UPS based on each school’s 3rd Friday in September membership report, corresponding class list and eligible applications on file at DPI.

Reasons September MPCP Checks May Be Withheld

· Late or insufficient filing of financial information report (due September 1)

· Late filing of student applications and class list (due September 1)

· Invalid or late filing of school’s certificate of occupancy

· Failure to meet insurance requirements

Return of Uncashed Checks

If the school receives a September check for a student who is no longer enrolled in the choice program at that school, the school must return the uncashed check within 45 days (by November 14, 2008) to:

Accreditation Requirement

· New schools must have approved application for accreditation from one of the statutorily prescribed organizations unless approved for PAVE scholarships in the 2005-06 school year by December 31, 2008.

· If your school participated in the MPCP during the 2005-06 school year, and was not approved for PAVE scholarship in 2005-06, your school must be fully accredited by December 31, 2009.

· Failure to meet these requirements will result in termination from the MPCP.
