Dear MPCP Administrator:

I am writing to remind you of upcoming Milwaukee Parental Choice Program (MPCP) reporting requirements.  First, the second pupil count date for the MPCP 2008-09 school year is Friday, January 9, 2009.  Please note that according to Wisconsin Administrative Code PI 35.04(7), a school may include a pupil on its pupil count report only if one of the following occurs: (1) the pupil is in attendance for instruction on the date specified; or (2) the pupil is absent on the date specified but has attended at least one day during the school term prior to the date specified and attends at least one day after the date specified and has not enrolled in another private school, a home-based private educational program, a charter school under s. 118.40 (2r), Stats., or a public school district in or out of Wisconsin during the period of absence.  

Schools are required by February 1, 2009, to submit electronically, using the on-line application system (OAS), to the DPI: (a) the completed 2nd Friday in January pupil count report; (b) a corresponding list of MPCP students alphabetically by last name, and separated by grade level; and (c) all MPCP applications not previously submitted to the DPI. Prior to completing the pupil count report and before February 1, all of your school’s student applications accepted during your school’s October, November and December open enrollment periods must be submitted using the on-line student application system.  Eligible applications submitted after February 1, 2009, or after your school has completed the 2nd Friday in January count report, will not generate a payment in February or May.  Schools are reminded that they must retain the original signed student application and the documentation used in verifying student eligibility for the program.  This includes income and residency documentation.  

In order to be eligible to receive state aid payments under the MPCP you must meet the above-referenced requirements.  The authority for this action is found under PI 35.05(3)(b), which states that no aid may be paid to a private school for a pupil unless the private school has met certain program requirements including the submission of the school’s January pupil count report, corresponding class list and student applications not previously submitted. 

Lastly, if you wish to register to participate in the MPCP during the 2009-10 school year, your school’s Notice of Intent to Participate, random selection plan and signed student rights letter is due at DPI no later than 4:30 p.m. on February 1, 2009.  All registration forms must be completely and correctly filled out by February 1, 2009, for your school to be eligible to participate in the program in 2009-10.
