SUMMER SCHOOL

Dear MPCP School Administrator:

Private schools participating in the Milwaukee Parental Choice Program (MPCP) may be eligible to receive state aid payment for providing allowable summer school instruction to MPCP eligible students.  The Informational Bulletin 04-01 provides information on the MPCP requirements related to summer school instruction.  In addition, the bulletin includes information on how MPCP summer school state aid payments are calculated and paid. If your school is considering seeking MPCP state aid payments for eligible summer school instruction the following information must be provided to the Department of Public Instruction by the specified dates.

February 1, 2011:
Return this letter indicating below an intent to offer a MPCP summer school program.

March 1, 2011:
New schools must submit a copy of their validated application for the school’s certificate of occupancy to the city of Milwaukee and a copy of the validated application to the city of Milwaukee Board of Zoning Appeals, if applicable.

May 1, 2011:
Submit a copy of the school’s certificate of occupancy issued by the City of Milwaukee, if not already submitted to DPI.


New schools must submit a copy of the school’s certificate of insurance or other evidence of the school having obtained the minimum insurance coverage required by the program.


New schools must obtain a fidelity bond as required under the program.

May 15, 2011:
Submit a list and description of the school’s summer instruction that will be attended by MPCP eligible pupils and counted for state aid purposes. 

October 15, 2011:
Submit the summer school program report. (The form will be sent to those schools that have timely submitted an intent to offer a MPCP summer school program and a list of allowable summer school instruction.)
