	NOTICE OF RIGHT TO APPEAL
	

	If the student’s application is denied, the student or parent may appeal the denial to the Department of Public Instruction. The appeal may be filed on DPI form PI-9418 or may be filed in the form of a letter or a legal brief. The appeal shall state the decision being appealed, the specific reasons for the appeal, including why the appellant believes the school board’s decision was arbitrary or unreasonable, and other facts and evidence relevant to the appeal. The appellant should include a copy of the post-marked envelope in which the notice was received. The appeal shall be signed by the appellant or the representative of the appellant. A copy of this completed form or other notice of denial must be included with the appeal. The appeal must be filed with the DPI within 30 days of the date the notice of denial was postmarked or delivered to the parent, whichever occurs first.
