Timeline for Creation of a New School District IF Initiated Prior to July 1, 2006 to be Effective July 1, 2008 (Wis. Stats. 117.105)
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	PRIOR TO JULY 1, 

            2006
Resident electors file a qualified petition with the clerk of the school district that has the highest equalized valuation of the affected school districts.   OR

Each affected school district school board adopts a resolution to consider the creation of a new school district.

Petitions or resolutions must include approximate boundaries of the proposed school district.

AFTER JULY 1, 

             2006
Each affected school district shall hold a public hearing prior to any agreement regarding precise boundaries and the allocation of assets and liabilities.

Joint hearings may be held.
	Prior to October 15, 2006, school boards of the affected school districts MAY, by adoption of resolutions of a majority of the affected school districts, agree on the precise boundaries of the proposed district and the apportionment of assets and liabilities (66.0235(2c)(a)).

Two or more school boards, by identical resolutions, may establish an alternative method to govern the assignment of assets and liabilities (66.0235(2c)(b)).  


	Prior to January 15, 2007, IF precise boundaries and the apportionment of assets and liabilities are determined by the affected school districts, the school board of each affected school district shall adopt a resolution ordering or denying the reorganization.   

Failure of a school board to adopt a resolution before the applicable date constitutes a denial of the creation of a school district.
	Prior to February 15, 2007, IF the school boards of the majority of the affected school districts fail to agree on the precise boundaries or on the apportionment of assets and liabilities prior to October 15, 2006, the School District Boundary Appeal Board (SDBAB) shall issue an order for the affected school districts as to the precise boundaries and the apportionment of assets and liabilities.

Prior to February 15, 2007, qualified petitions for SDBAB review may be filed IF the districts originally agreed on the precise boundaries and assets and liabilities.
	Prior to April 15, 2007, IF precise boundaries and the apportionment of assets and liabilities are determined by the SDBAB, the school board of each affected school district shall adopt a resolution ordering or denying the reorganization.

IF any of the affected school boards deny the reorganization and no petition for SDBAB review is filed, then the process ends and there is no reorganization.

IF all of the affected school boards grant the reorganization and no petition for SDBAB review is filed, then a referendum is held.

Failure of a school board to adopt a resolution before the applicable date constitutes a denial of the creation of a school district.
	Prior to May 15, 2007, qualified petitions for SDBAB review may be filed IF the SDBAB determined the precise boundaries and assets and liabilities.
Upon receipt of a petition for SDBAB review, the SDBAB shall hold a public hearing on the proposed reorganization.

Prior to May 15, 2007, the SDBAB may modify the precise boundaries, assets and liabilities, IF originally determined by the school board.


	Prior to June 15, 2007, IF the SDBAB modifies the boundaries or the apportionment of assets and liabilities, each affected school board may issue an order to grant or deny the proposed reorganization.

Prior to June 21, 2007, the SDBAB will grant or deny the reorganization.
	Prior to August 1, 2007, IF a SDBAB review is held and the SDBAB does not modify the boundaries, assets and liabilities, the SDBAB shall issue an order either granting or denying the proposed reorganization.

IF the SDBAB does not grant the reorganization, there is no reorganization.

IF the SDBAB grants the reorganization, a referendum is held.

If one or more school boards deny the proposed reorganization and the SDBAB grants the reorganization, a second referendum MAY be held in the territory of the affected district(s).

Both referendums would be held in November 2007.
	IF the reorganization is granted by the affected school boards and/or the SDBAB, before the reorganization may take effect, it must also be approved at a referendum by the electors residing in the territory of the proposed new school district.

By qualified petition, a second referendum on the proposed reorganization MAY be held in the territory of the affected school districts at the same time as the first referendum.

Referendums are held on the Tuesday after the first Monday in the second November following receipt of the petition or adoption of the resolution to initiate the creation of a new school district.
	Reorganization takes effect IF approved at a referendum by the electors residing in the territory of the proposed new school district and no additional referendum is required.

Reorganization takes effect IF approved by a majority of votes cast in the original referendum AND a majority of the votes cast in the additional referendum.

The newly created

school district MAY
adopt and file a

resolution stating

the reorganization

shall take effect the

2nd July 1 following

the order to reorganize (July 1, 2009).

Within 30 days after copies of the order are filed with the Secretary of the SDBAB, any appeal may be filed with the circuit court.


Four-Year Limitation on Consideration of Creation of a School District:  Unless waived by each affected school district, no petition may be filed or resolution adopted for the creation of a new school district under s. 117.105(1)(a) or (b) before the 5th July 1 following the filing of a petition or adoption
of a resolution under s. 117.105 for any reorganization that includes any of the same territory.

Limitation on Further Reorganization:  No school district created by a reorganization under this section may consolidate with another school district under s. 117.08 or 117.09, or have all of its territory attached to another school district under s. 117.10, 117.11 or 117.132 within 10 years after the
effective date of the reorganization under this section.  This does not apply if the school district was created by detaching territory from a single school district, and the consolidation under s. 117.08 or 117.09 or the attachment under 117.10, 117.11 or 117.132 will consolidate the school
district with, or reattach its territory to the school district from which its territory was detached by the reorganization which created the school district.

School Board:  Any action by a school board under Chapter 117 requires the affirmative vote of a majority of its full authorized membership.
SDBAB:  The appeal panel is made up of seven (7) members of the school district boundary appeal board.  The seven (7) members include the state superintendent or his/her designee,
