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Supplemental Forms and Form Revisions for Implementing

the Individuals with Disabilities Education Improvement Act of 2004

Effective July 1, 2005

Introduction

The Individuals with Disabilities Education Improvement Act of 2004 (IDEA 04) created several new requirements.  The requirements go into effect July 1, 2005.  In order to implement many of these requirements new or additional forms are needed.  In addition, a few of the department’s existing sample forms have been revised.  Following is information for using these new and revised forms to implement the new requirements of IDEA 04.  Also included are the legal citations for the requirements.  Because final IDEA 04 regulations have yet to be promulgated, which may necessitate further revisions to forms, coupled with the fact that Congress directed the Secretary of the Department of Education to publish a model IEP form no later than the date final regulations are published the department has attempted to keep changes to the forms to a minimum.

EVALUATION
Form A-6-A, 
NOTICE OF AGREEMENT TO CONDUCT A REEVALUATION MORE THAN ONCE A YEAR

The law specifies that reevaluations not occur more frequently than once a year, unless the parent and the local educational agency (LEA) agree otherwise, 614(a)(2)(B).  Notice of Agreement To Conduct A Reevaluation More Than Once A Year (Form A-6-A) would be used when the parent and LEA would agree that a child be evaluated two or more times in the same year.  It is envisioned that the parent and LEA would communicate about the need for a reevaluation and come to agreement.  The notice would then serve as a follow-up, and document the date and manner in which the agreement took place, e.g. face to face conference, phone conversation or exchange of emails.  The reason(s) for reevaluation would need to be specified along with any other options and relevant factors.

Form A-6-B,  NOTICE OF AGREEMENT THAT A THREE YEAR REEVALUATION NOT NEEDED

The law states that a reevaluation shall occur at least once every 3 years, unless the parent and the LEA agree that a reevaluation is unnecessary, 614(a)(2)(B).  Notice of Agreement That A Three Year Reevaluation Not Needed (Form A-6-B) would be used when the parent and LEA would agree not to conduct a 3 year reevaluation.  It is envisioned that the parent and LEA would communicate in advance about the need for a reevaluation and come to agreement.  The notice would then serve as a follow-up, and document the date and manner in which the agreement took place, e.g. face to face conference, phone conversation or exchange of emails.  The reason(s) for reevaluation would need to be specified along with any other options and relevant factors.

Form M-1-A,
Notice of Agreement TO EXTEND Time Limit To Complete Initial Evaluation For Transfer Student

IDEA 04 creates a time frame for initial evaluations.  It requires that an initial evaluation be completed within 60 days from LEA receipt of parental consent.  When students transfer from one LEA to another during the course of an initial evaluation the law specifies that the 60 day timeline does not apply if the receiving LEA is making sufficient progress to ensure prompt completion of the evaluation, and the parent and LEA agree to a specific time when the evaluation will be completed 614(a)(1)(C)(ii).  In situations when the determination of whether a child is a child with a disability would go beyond the 60 days the district would document parental agreement with the new time limit using the form, Notice of Agreement To Extend Time Limit To Complete Initial Evaluation For Transfer Student.  The notice provides for documenting the date and manner in which the agreement was reached, e.g. face to face conference, phone conversation or exchange of emails along with the reason(s) for extending the time limit and any other options considered and relevant factors.

Individualized Education Program Team Meeting
Form A-10,
Agreement That IEP Team Participant Not Required  to Attend IEP Meeting 

Under certain conditions and with the written agreement of the parent IDEA 04 allows for the nonattendance of IEP team participants at IEP meetings.  One such condition is when an IEP team participant’s area of curriculum or related services is not being modified or discussed at the meeting.  The other is when an IEP team participant’s area of curriculum or related services is going to be modified or discussed at the meeting if, prior to the IEP meeting, the participant submits in writing to the parent and the IEP team information that can be used in developing or revising the child’s IEP 614(d)(1)(C).  In these types of situations parental agreement would be documented on the form Agreement That IEP Team Participant Not Required to Attend IEP Meeting (Form A-10).  Parent and LEA agreement would need to be reached in advance of the IEP meeting.  This would be especially critical in situations where an IEP team participant would need to have time to develop and submit written information to the parent and IEP team that would be used in developing or revising the child’s IEP.  The notice would serve as a follow-up documenting the date and manner in which the agreement took place, e.g. face to face conference, phone conversation or exchange of emails.  The reason for the nonattendance of IEP team participants would need to be identified along with any other options considered and relevant factors.  Since parent agreement must be in writing space is provided for parent signature.

Individualized Education Program

Form I-9-A, 
PARTICIPATION IN STATEWIDE AND DISTRICTWIDE ASSESSMENTS

The section of the IEP for documenting student participation in statewide and districtwide assessments (Form I-9 of the DPI’s sample forms) has been revised and expanded to include all areas in which assessments are given as well as all grade levels in which the assessments take place.  In addition, the description for why the alternate assessment is appropriate has been added to implement 614(d)(1)(A)(i)(VI)(bb) of IDEA 04.  The Wisconsin Alternate Assessment Participation Checklist has been incorporated into the department’s sample forms as I-9-B.

Form I-12,  ANNUAL GOAL

IDEA 04 requires that IEPs include a description of when periodic reports on the progress a child is making toward meeting annual goals will be provided 614(d)(1)(A)(i)(III).  To meet this new requirement the annual goal page of the DPI’s sample forms has been revised to include this prompt.

Form I-13,  SUMMARY OF TRANSITION SERVICES

IEPs are now required to include measurable postsecondary goals based upon age appropriate transition assessments related to training, education, employment, and, where appropriate, independent living skills for students age 16 and older or younger, if appropriate.  Additionally, these IEPs are to identify the transition services, including courses of study, needed to assist students in reaching those goals 614(d)(1)(A)(i)(VIII).  A second page has been added to Form I-13 (Summary of Transition Services) of the DPI’s sample forms for LEAs to address these new requirements.  Additionally, a prompt has been added to Form I-9 to clarify when a statement of transition service needs must be developed.

Form I-14-A 
Notice of Changes To IEP Without An IEP Team Meeting

Form I-14-B 
Changes to IEP
Parents and LEAs may agree to amend or modify, after the annual IEP meeting, a child’s current IEP without convening an IEP meeting 614(d)(3)(D)&(F).  Such agreement and changes to an IEP would be documented on the forms Notice of Changes To IEP Without An IEP Team Meeting (Form I-14-A) and Changes to IEP (Form I-14-B), respectively.  The notice provides for documenting who was involved in determining the change(s), and the date and manner in which the agreement was reached, e.g. face to face conference, phone conversation or exchange of emails.  The reason(s) for making the change(s) would need to be specified along with any other options considered and relevant factors.  The notice specifies that the changes will be implemented in the child’s current placement.  If, however, a child’s placement needs to be changed an IEP team meeting is required under state law.  The specific change(s) to an IEP could be documented on Form I-14-B (Changes to IEP) or on another appropriate attachment.

Manifestation Determination Review
Form I-18, Manifestation Determination Review 

Changes have occurred in the factors to be considered when determining whether behavior subject to disciplinary action is a manifestation of a student’s disability 615(k)(1)(E).  To account for these changes the DPI’s sample Manifestation Determination Review (Form I-18) has been revised.

Termination of Services Due to Age and Graduation
Form M-4,  NOTICE OF GRADUATION

Form M-5,  Notice of Ending of Services Due to Age
For students whose eligibility for special education and related services terminates due to graduation from high school with a regular diploma or due to exceeding the age of eligibility for a free appropriate public education, IDEA 04 requires LEAs to provide the students with a summary of their academic achievement and functional performance, which must also include recommendations on how to assist the students in meeting their postsecondary goals 614(c)(5)(B).  To meet these new requirements the DPI’s sample form Notice of Graduation (Form M-4) has been modified.  For students exceeding the age of eligibility for a free appropriate public education a new form Notice of Ending of Services Due to Age (Form M-5) has been created.  Both forms allow for LEAs to provide the required information
