In summary, the percentage of DHH teachers completing the survey is just over 25% of the DHH teachers in the state.   The numbers of teachers from different CESA areas varied each year so an assumption can be made that these reports are not all duplicated counts and do reflect a wide range of the DHH students in Wisconsin.  Based on the DPI Child Count, the 26% of the teachers reported that they work with almost half of the DHH students.  Comments from teachers over the years have indicated that they work with more students than are reported to DPI.  This survey confirms this as a likely possibility.  

A general assumption about the number of students who are considered to be hard of hearing and the students considered to be deaf is about 70% and 30% respectively.  About 19% of these students seem to have minimal needs based on the data of students who need consultation only.   Approximately 41% of the students use sign language to communicate either receptively only or both expressively and receptively.  This would support the number of educational interpreters exceeding the number of teachers.  

The greatest change has been in the number of children who have a cochlear implant, which is not a surprise.  It is also not a surprise that the vast majority are from the CESA 1 area.  The number of students with a cochlear implant who use sign language to communicate has dropped significantly in the last data response from approximately 90% to 44%.  

The number of DHH students with additional disabilities (other than speech and language) has been steady with an average of 37%.  This data reflects the need for teachers and educational interpreters to have training in working with students with additional learning needs.  

Likewise, the number of students who are considered to be Gifted and Talented has remained steady at 4%.  Students who come from a home where English is not the language averages between 11-12%.  The ‘other’ spoken languages identified were Hmong, Spanish and German.  
New this year is a question on the number of teachers who work in an itinerant role (45%) and the number of teachers who work with children ages 3-5 (53%).  This information will be used to guide future workgroups and/or training.
