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The Wisconsin School District Performance Report (SDPR) is a new on-line report published by the Department of Public Instruction (DPI).   This first version of the SDPR contains a subset of the legislatively required Wisconsin School Performance Report data and enables a comparison of data across school districts in the same athletic conference.

Points of interest for the “one click” SDPR include:

· The new School District Performance Report is intended to be a simple mechanism of comparing school districts in the same athletic conference.  This report is available on the left-hand side of the page, pick a school district and click Go. 

· A school district can create a link from their home page directly to their SDPR report by using the following link format where xxxx is the appropriate 4 character code for the district:

· The SDPR has both on-line reports and the functionality to save or print a hard copy file.  The format of this file is Adobe pdf.

· A future version will contain the performance data by school and is planned for the next school year (2009-10).  This will complete the requirements of the Wisconsin statutes and free the local education agencies (LEAs) from having to do this work. 

· In addition to the state requirements, this report provides simplified access to the components of the Federal Report Card for the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA).  This data is provided on the right-hand side of the report by a series of links to other reports.
