Oral: 
1. c – Right place or location is not one of the five rights.

2. a – Schools have the responsibility to remind students to come to the 


location for medication administration.

4. a – Both the parent and medical authorization is required. The prescription bottle is not medical authorization.

Non-oral
Ear:  
1. c, - AU is both ears, AD is right and AS is left.

2. a – This is the correct sequence
3. b – In the front of the ear massages the medication to all surface areas within the ear canal. 
4. d – This is the correct position for a school age child
                                   5. d – Although the right position is important for the administration of ear medication, it is not one of the five rights. 
Eye: 
1. c – Ou is both eyes, Od is right ear, and Os is left eye

2. a – Correct sequence of events.
3. d – Wiping after eyes are closed for 2 minutes is not important.
4. a – Optic is another word for eye, ophthal refers to the eye but is not another word for eye. 
5. d – Although right position is important for the administration of eye medication, it is not one of the five rights. 
Gastrostomy Low-Profile: 
1. c – Check the clamp to make sure it is open, this is a common mistake. If the clamp is open and you still feel resistance, then call the school nurse or parent. If the obstruction cannot be resolved a new access device may need to be inserted. Since the gastrostomy access device is essential for the student to receive nutrition and hydration, it is important but not an emergency event. 
2. c – Air bubbles are important because they displace medication that the student needs. However, air bubbles do not produce an emergency situation in the process of administering a gastrostomy tube medication.
3. b – Is the correct answer. 
4. a – Is the correct answer. 
5. a – Although the right equipment is important, it is not one of the five rights. 
Nebulizer: 
1. b – During an asthma attack, coughs tend to be very dry and hacky.
2. d – All are correct. 
3. a – Is the correct answer. 
4. d – Talking and eating are not common triggers of asthma. 

5. a – Although equipment is important for nebulized treatments, it is not one of the five rights. 
Topical: 
1. d – Gelatin is not a form of topical ointment

2. a – Although boney prominence should be avoided when applying medication patches, you do not need to measure the distance from boney prominence. 

3. d – This is the recommended sequence of events. 

4. a – Massaging does increase the immediate release of an increased dosage of medication and should occur.

Injectable 
Insulin by Syringe: 

1. a – Oral administration is not effective.

Emergency 

Epinephrine: 
1. c – Asthma and eczema increase the likelihood of anaphylaxis.
2. a – Involuntary movements, such as seizure activity or tics, are not a sign of anaphylaxis.
3. d – 30% is the correct answer.
4. b – Secondary reactions can occur up to 72 hours after the exposure.
5. a – Is the correct answer. You can monitor for secondary symptoms while the emergency medical technicians (911) is activated. 
Glucagon: 
1. d – Vomiting is a common side effect of glucagon administration requiring placing the student in a side lying position.
2. d – A seizure may occur when the brain is starved of glucose. 
3. b – Is the correct answer when two are present. C is correct, if all alone with the student. 
4. a – Is correct because you only want to administer glucagon unless the student is unable to swallow liquids. 
5. c – Although glucagon is most commonly administered to students with type 1 diabetes, it can be administered for type 2 as well. 
Rectal Diazepam: 
1. a – Is the common definition of status epilepticus. B is the correct answer for acute repetitive seizures.
2. d – Daily medication prevents the need for rectal diazepam.
3. b – The syringe needs to be removed quickly to avoid leakage of medication.
4. c – Call 911 is recommended by not required by law. 
5. a – The collar is green. 
Rescue Inhaler: 
1. d – All of the above is the correct answer.
2. a – Food ingestion is not a trigger for asthma, unless allergic to the food items. 
3. a – Rescue inhaler is the correct answer. Controller medications are used to prevent asthma attacks. 
4. c – Need both the parent and medical provider authorization.
5. c – Shoulders rising when breathing is a sign of use of accessory muscles. 
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
