To complete a program, a candidate must have a major, be able meet the statutory requirements (i.e. conflict resolution, WI Indian tribes, etc), pedagogy, Praxis exam, student teaching and evidence of proficiency in the educator standards through a portfolio. Each program reviews a candidate’s bachelor degree and transcript to determine if the candidate has a major or the equivalent. Some programs will review work experience as part of meeting program requirements.
