2011-2012 Mentoring Grant for Initial Educators

Wisconsin private schools are eligible for the 2011-2012 Mentoring Grant for Initial Educators aimed
at supporting your school’s DPI licensed initial educators.  Funds may be used to support qualified mentors, and for ongoing orientation and support seminars for educators who hold an initial educator license and are currently employed.  Under s.115.405 (2m) (b), Wis. Stats., funding is determined by “the amount that the employer is spending to provide support for the initial educator, but not more than $375 per initial educator.” 
When determining who is eligible for the grant, consider the following:

· Initial Educators in their first year of employment during the 2010-2011 school year may now be eligible for funding as second year initial educators in 2011-2012 as funds allow (state funds for this program have been cut by 1%).  
· This is also true if hiring an initial educator who was employed for the first time in 2010-2011 in another school district/private school/agency.  
· If schools share an itinerant/traveling teacher, only one school can claim mentoring funds for the initial educator.  
The Mentoring Grant for Initial Educators application form and “Information for Applicants” are available at http://dpi.wi.gov/tepdl/grants.html.  The application form must be completed according to the directions in “Information for Applicants” and returned to the department by November 4, 2011.  EACH private school must complete an individual grant application including their school name and number, LEA code, school principal or PI 34 coordinator/contact and the initial educator(s) and mentor(s) eligible for the grant program in that school.

Grant payment for first year initial educators will be directly disbursed to the private schools office by May 2012 to the contact name you provide.  Funds for Second Year Initial Educators will be prorated according to the amount of grant monies that remain. These funds will be directly disbursed to the private school office.
