The Role of the Title I Committee of Practitioners (COP) in relation to the Even Start Family Literacy (ESFL) program.
Members of the Title I Committee of Practitioners (COP) have been involved in an advisory capacity with the administration of the ESFL program since the State of Wisconsin began to administer the ESFL program in 1991-92 in the following ways:

· Provided with timely updates of the program, including reauthorization of ESFL under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, Improving America’s Schools Act (IASA), the Learning Involves Families Together (LIFT) Act in 2000 and finally in the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) in 2002 by the State ESFL Coordinator.
· Consulted and given an opportunity to provide input whenever the policies regarding ESFL and procedures for administering the program have changed.

· Served as reviewers of the ESFL grant applications as part of external review panels.  Annually review panels read, rank, and come to a consensus on recommendations for funding new and continuing ESFL grant applications to the State Superintendent of Public Instruction.
