I. Test Participation Objective
The Reading and Mathematics test participation rates show the number of students tested on the WKCE plus the WAA divided by the number of students enrolled at the time of testing.  The Current rate displays test participation in the school year of the annual review.  Two Years displays the combined participation rate for the current plus the prior year.  All groups of 40 (or 50 SwD) must test at least 95% of all students enrolled (either the Current or the Two Year rate).  A student with a documented medical emergency lasting the duration of the testing window and meeting the state definition may be removed from the denominator when calculating participation rates during reconsideration (see s.10.1 in AYP workbook at www.dpi.state.wi.us/dpi/esea/pdf/wiaw.pdf ).

Currently, the AMO target for Reading is that 67.5% of all Full Academic Year (FAY) tested students ‑ score at or above Proficient; the AMO Mathematics proficiency target is 47.5% of all FAY tested students.
FAY Tested:  Displays the number of tested students who have been continuously enrolled since the third Friday in September enrollment count during the school year prior to testing.

Proficient:  Displays the percentage of FAY students tested that scored at or above Proficient on the WKCE, WAA-LEP, and WAA-SwD. The Current rate displays the proficiency rates for the school year of the annual review. Two Years displays the combined proficiency data for the previous and current school years. The higher of the two proficiency rates is used to determine AYP.  For AYP purposes only, students scoring Basic whose scale score is within one standard error of measurement (SEM) have been included with the Proficient category.  For those missing the AMO targets, a 99% Confidence Interval (CI) is used.  “Yes-CI” indicates that the group size was insufficient to reliably decide “no” based on the confidence interval. Scores of Pre-Skill (PS) Proficient and PS Advanced students on the WAA-SwD are included as Proficient for AYP purposes.  However, this is limited to 1% of all students enrolled in tested grades in the district unless an exemption is documented and approved.  Schools are not subject to the 1% limitation.

Safe Harbor (SH):  Used if the AMO criteria or CI for Reading or Math are not met.  “Yes-SH” means AYP was met through Safe Harbor.  SH is achieved by meeting the requirements under both Step 1 and Step 2:
Step 1:  Percentage of FAY tested students not proficient must be reduced by a rate of at least 10% from prior school year.  A 75% Confidence Interval is applied to a positive Safe Harbor reduction rate.

Not Proficient:  Percentage of tested students scoring minimal or basic

(subtract the percent of Proficient/Advanced FAY tested  from 100%).

Step 2:  Local current percentages for the Other Indicator must meet or exceed the State Criteria for the relevant group; or the subgroup, school or district must show growth over the prior year.

WI State Criteria:  Other Indicator criteria are 82% for Graduation and 85% for Attendance.  Science proficiency rates are used when Graduation or Attendance are not available or not met. For each subgroup of sufficient size, minimal acceptable achievement proficiency in Science, or growth from the prior school year’s proficiency rate, are used.
Local Current:  Displays the local current percentage rate in Attendance or Graduation, or indicates growth from prior school year.
