I. Test Participation Objective
The Reading and Mathematics participation rates are combined to determine the percent participation. The participation rate on the WSAS includes WKCE plus Alternate Assessments based on the total number of students enrolled at the time of testing. The criteria required is 95% of all students enrolled at the time of testing, and 95% of all subgroups with adequate cell size.

II. Other Academic Indicator Objective
Schools must meet the required criteria for the Other Indicator, or show growth from the prior school year on that indicator. 

· The indicator for schools and districts with a 12th grade is the High School Graduation rate. The criterion required is 82%, or growth over the prior school year.

· Schools and districts without a 12th grade must meet the Attendance rate criteria of 85%, or show growth over the prior school year.

III-IV. Reading & Math Annual Measurable Objectives (AMO)
The AMO for Reading is 61% of the students scoring at Proficient or Advanced, and for Mathematics the AMO is 37% of the students scoring at Proficient or Advanced.
FAY (Full Academic Year): Displays the number of students who at the time of testing have been continuously enrolled since the third Friday in September enrollment count during the school year prior to testing.

Proficient: Displays the percentage of students scoring at or above Proficient. The Current rate displays the proficiency rates for the school year of the annual review. Two Years displays the combined proficiency data of the previous year and current year data. The higher of the two proficiency rates is used to determine AYP.

For AYP purposes only, the students within one standard error of measurement (SEM or within about 10 scale score points) have been included with the proficiency calculations for AYP.
Safe Harbor: Used only if the AMO for Reading or Mathematics is not met. Safe Harbor may be achieved by meeting the requirements under both Step 1 and Step 2.

Step 1: Percentage of FAY students not proficient must be reduced by at least 10% from prior school year.

Not Proficient: Percentage of students scoring minimal, basic, or those not tested in WKCE.

Prior Year: Percentage of non-proficient students in the prior school year (determined by subtracting Proficient/Advanced rate from 100).
Reduced: Represents the percentage of reduction of non-proficient students from the prior school year to the current school year.

Non-proficient FAY students are those not yet scoring in the proficient or advanced categories on the WKCE or on the WAA – LEP or SwD, students excused by parents, and students who did not take the test for any reason.

Prior Yr % Not Proficient  minus the current year % Not Proficient divided by the Prior Yr % = Reduced:  rate of reduction in Not Proficient.


The criteria or growth for the Safe Harbor Indicator:  Attendance, H.S. Graduation, or Science for All Students; and Science for subgroups of sufficient size.  

Until the statewide data for the Other Indicators are completely disaggregated, Science proficiency rates will be used as the Other Indicator for subgroups.  The criteria for Science is the starting point for each subgroup or growth from the prior year’s proficiency rate.
