Subject: Important WSAS Scoring Update

District Assessment Coordinators:

At this time of the year, CTB/McGraw-Hill is receiving, scanning, and scoring WKCE tests. It is important that all district assessment coordinators keep an eye out for an email from CTB/McGraw-Hill with the subject line as follows:

URGENT:  NOTIFICATION OF DISCREPANCY IN WKCE TEST BOOKS

If you receive such an email, it means there is a problem with the number of test books you sent in for scoring not matching the expected number.  While this doesn’t happen often, if there is a discrepancy in your district, CTB would need you to check the information in the email against your records or in some cases look for a book that might not have made it into the shipment for scoring.  

This is very important as missing student test books could impact:

1. Your students  -  with some receiving no Individual Profile Reports (IPRs)

2. Your schools and districts – with inaccurate summary reports which are publicly reported on the DPI website

3. Your schools and district – with accountability implications

Should you receive an email from CTB/McGraw-Hill about this issue, please be sure to read and follow-up as directed in the email (within 3 days with the CTB Wisconsin Help Desk at 800-282-2203) to ensure accurate scoring and reporting of your WSAS (WKCE and WAA-SwD) materials.
