This week the Department of Education released the application for the next round of Race to the Top (RTTT) grants, which focuses on personalized learning and district-level innovations and improvements. Local districts may apply individually or as part of consortium, but districts with less than 2,000 students must be part of a consortium. This is a local competition and the state is not eligible to submit an application. 

 

This is an exciting opportunity, and we encourage districts to consider applying. However, please be aware that Race to the Top applications are extremely competitive and time consuming, and this one has a relative short deadline (October 30th). For context, the state applications were around 200 pages (plus appendices) and were created with a core team of 3-5 staff with extensive support for other agency staff.
