This is to notify you that there will be changes to the PI-1202 Fall Staff Report collected in October of 2003.  Please forward this notice as quickly as possible to the district IT staff or your software vendor so they have time to make the changes to the staff information you will report in October, 2003.  We are also notifying the vendors on the attached list.

The PI1202 report will be web-based and there are several changes in the data elements that will be collected.  The changes are to simplify and improve on the data we collect and to respond to the requirements in the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLBA) of 2001.  NCLBA requires that any teacher hired after the first day of the 2002-2003 school year to teach core academic subjects in a program supported with funds under Title I, Part A, must be "highly qualified." In addition, the law requires all local educational agencies (LEAs) to ensure that all teachers in the LEA teaching in core academic subjects are "highly qualified" by the end of the 2005-2006 school year.

See the handout titled “2003-2004 Changes for the PI-1202” for the specifics.  Some of the highlights include: 

· calculation of full-time equivalency (FTE);
· report all actual grades a teacher is teaching instead of grade range;
· eliminate Months Employed;
· add Contract Days;
· eliminate reporting salary for support staff;
· eliminate “Is salary final” question;
· eliminate “Year High Degree Received”; and

· eliminate FTE and salary for extracurricular duties, such as coaching and advisor to student club assignments.

Also attached are the file layouts that will be needed to upload data to the newly designed web-based application and a document outlining the validation of the data in those files.
