The State Superintendent is required by Wisconsin statute to determine the private schools operating in the state.  Each fall the Department of Public Instruction collects information about private schools in order to make this determination.  In an effort to eliminate duplicate reporting, conserve resources and increase efficiency, we ask that you submit your data in a timely manner.
Per Wis. Stat. sec. 119.23, schools participating in the Milwaukee Parental Choice Program must be private schools and therefore must comply with the definition and requirements for all private schools in Wisconsin.

We have enclosed the PI-1207 Private School Report.  Sections of the Wisconsin statutes that pertain to the educational program in private schools can be found on the following web site: http://www.dpi.wi.gov/sms/private.html.  Please complete the PI-1207 Private School Report for the school year 2009-2010 and make a copy for your records.  Be sure to answer all of the questions pertaining to compliance (E. Statute Criteria).  On the back of this memorandum we have printed a one-page document providing clarification related to the compliance statements. To be considered a private school, an institution must indicate compliance with ALL of the statutory criteria.  The enrollment portion of the report (Section II) should reflect the number of students enrolled in your school on the third Friday of September (September 18, 2009).  If you have a four-year-old kindergarten program, report those students under grade K4; not with your pre-kindergarten (pre-K) count.   If you have a four-year old pre-kindergarten program, report as pre-K; not as K4.  Students participating in the community based public school K4 programs should not be reported on the 
PI-1207 because they are already being reported by the public school system in the Individual Student Enrollment System.  Complete Section III only if you had high school graduates in the spring of 2009; do not report 8th grade graduates.
