· Part-Time Open Enrollment District Guidelines:
· Pupil is enrolled in resident district high school
· Pupil has submitted an application (PI 9412) to the nonresident school district.

· Pupil has been approved and takes the course in the nonresident school district
· Nonresident school district bills resident district for the cost of the course as specified in DPI administrative rules
NOTE: Do not confuse this with Contract 66.0301(not reported through CWCS): courses in which the resident school district has contracted directly with a nonresident school district for a pupil to take a course. These students are taking courses in nonresident districts by the decision of their resident school district (Contract 66.0301) for example, if a K-8 district sends a pupil to a UHS district for an advanced math class.  These courses may be taken through a virtual / online charter school or sitting in a classroom at the nonresident district.

· Retention guidelines for students in 4K and 5K:

· State of Wisconsin law defines four and five year old kindergarten eligibility by their age as of September 1 and NOT by their ability.
· If you have a student in 4K or 5K that did not meet the predefined standards, competencies and/or proficiencies they should receive a grade earned value of “CBC” for competency based credit and a completion status value of “I” for incomplete. 
NOTE: DPI does not recommend assigning a failing completion status to any of our early learners.
