Why is data accuracy in the Coursework Completion System (CWCS) so important to your district?

· Statewide course and student counts for World Language are used to promote funding for future programs.

· AP / IB courses offered and student counts are reported publicly (currently through WINSS and in future via WISEdash).

· SAGE uses K-3 grade level educator and student counts to promote and expand the funds available for future programs.

· The Civil Rights Data Collection (CRDC) file provided by DPI, for usage by public school districts for reporting is a collection of the data submitted through ISES, CWCS, and multiple other resources. 

· Data submitted through C167 file is utilized for SIG school reporting.
You will see the value reflected when your district, parents, researchers, state, and federal staff request your district’s information that has been correctly reported. The data currently reported by a district are valued pieces to the puzzle that make up the data collected by school year. Reduce time districts spend by utilizing the data given back to you that assist with the submission of your CRDC report to the Federal Department of Education.
Data Field Changes
· Grade earned is now a required field for all student grade levels, K4 - 12 (student-completion records).
· Distance education is now a required field (course-teacher records).
· Virtual / on-line has been updated to a required field (course-teacher records).
· Course options have been added within the Dual Enrollment Credit programs.

· Replaced part-time open enrollment verbiage within Business Rules / Validation Messages to reflect course options program or course options district as appropriate.

· Changed part-time open enrollment district to reflect course options district as outlined in Wisconsin Statue 118.52.
· Applies to students at grade level placement of K – 12.
· Students may go to a non-resident school district and enroll in two (2) classes at any point in time (during any reporting period). This means a student could take two (2) classes at a non-resident district in first semester and two (2) different classes during second semester.

· Expanded the usage of a monitoring educator from your district when your district offers dual enrollment credit—advanced standing or course options programs.

· Validation check when your district has one or more school types that equal high school to verify you’ve submitted one or more dual enrollment credit programs. This is not an error as some high schools do not offer dual enrollment programs. This warning may be acknowledged and you will be able to continue through the validation process.

· Section-course records for the collection year, submitting district, school, record type, and term have not been submitted based on the grade level range associated with this school type.

· If you report a student count by 'term' that is less than '85%' of the ISES Third Friday of September student count for the current collection year you will receive a warning.
