	Upcoming changes for the PI-1202 Fall Staff Report


Information on proposed changes to the 2010-2011 PI 1202 Fall Staff Report have been posted on the DPI website (see link below).  The most significant change in the 2010-2011 PI 1202 Fall Staff Report will be the change in which Race/Ethnicity data is collected.  In order to comply with the new federal guidelines for collecting and reporting Race/Ethnicity data, screens for individual staff data within the PI 1202 application will contain a two part question.  Both parts of the Race/Ethnicity question are required.  Those who are uploading data through the file upload process will be required to submit a four digit race_key code that corresponds to the answers for the two part question.  Districts will need to use the “Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction Race/Ethnicity Crosswalk” (http://dpi.wi.gov/lbstat/doc/dpi_race_ethnicity_crosswalk.doc) to determine the correct race_key.    
Other changes to the application are minor. For special education teachers, the number of classes taught as the primary teacher in NCLB core academic subject areas will be collected for all grades this year.  Additionally two new position/assignment code combinations have been added.
