1. Enrolled at the University of Wisconsin Stout or Whitewater in the Marketing Education preparation
program. Cannot be currently serving as a student teacher.

2. Attended a minimum of one State Level High School Career Development Conference as a college student,
and served either as an assistant or judge.

3. Will be present for all conference activities that include:

° Monday, March 9 (Conference Set up and general assistance 9am-11pm)
° Tuesday, March 10 (Registration and general assistance 8am-11pm)
o Wednesday, March 11 (General assistance, conference pack up 6:30am-11pm)
° Thursday, March 12 (Closing session awards assistance 7am-11am)

4. Content and completeness of application along with neatness will be used in the selection.
