	II. GRANT OVERVIEW
	

	The Academic Parent Teacher Team (APTT) Model is a research and evidence-based family engagement best practice that transforms the way schools partner with families to advance student learning and achievement. This grant will support professional development, technical assistance in planning and implementation, and evaluation of APTTs. It will also help schools build sustainable systems for continued APTT development into the future through funding of materials, transportation, and job-embedded teacher training.

The selected APTT schools will be required to participate in training between June 2016 and June 2017. In addition, APTT facilitators and DPI Title I staff will visit schools during APTT meetings to provide feedback and debrief with the principal and school faculty. It is expected that at least two grade-level teams will implement APTTs in each school during the 2016-17 school year. The APTT schools will serve as contacts for other Wisconsin schools interested in implementing the APTT model. All training days are required and meet for a full-day. See the DPI website for specific dates.
