	Required by the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act
	

	Section 605 of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) authorizes the Secretary to allow the use of IDEA funds for construction or alteration of facilities if the Secretary determines the program would be improved by allowing funds to be used for these purposes. In general, to be able to use IDEA funds for these costs, states need to obtain prior approval from the U.S. Department of Education; and LEAs need to obtain prior approval from the Department of Public Instruction (DPI). [OSEP Guidance Revised April 13, 2009]
LEAs must obtain prior approval from the DPI for all capital expenditures for improvements to land, buildings, or equipment which materially increase their value or useful life. LEAs must use this application form to seek approval from the DPI for construction projects greater than $100,000. The DPI grants prior approval for projects of $100,000 or less through the IDEA budget review process. LEAs must obtain approval of final working drawings and specifications from the Wisconsin Department of Commerce, or its agents (municipal authorities), prior to advertising or bidding the project. LEAs must receive project approval from DPI prior to beginning construction or alterations in order to use IDEA Part B or IDEA Part B ARRA funds for the project.
All project requests must clearly address and meet criteria for appropriate use of federal funds. For approval of any costs under Part B of IDEA, the expenditures must relate to the provision of special education and related services in accordance with the requirements of Part B. Note that if the construction project will not be used primarily for the benefit of children with disabilities who receive services under Part B of IDEA, Part B funds cannot be used to pay the total costs. Construction or remodeling of facilities for seclusion timeout will NOT be approved. Construction project proposals are reviewed by DPI following submission of the application, including the signed assurance. The LEA will be notified in writing whether the request has been approved.
