Child isimmediately
enrolled in school of
residence.

School of residence @

immediately requests
student records from
school of origin and school
of origin immediately
sends records.

Both the schools and child welfare
agency develop and implement a
plan for how transportation will be
provided, arranged, and funded.
Interim transportation must be
arranged until permanent
transportation is in place.
