Wisconsin Annual USDA Foods Order Timelines 
Beginning February: Wisconsin Annual USDA Foods Order (annual survey) information packets are sent to participating agencies. This information includes how to order for the next school year. The packet also includes instructions for participating in the Department of Defense (DoD) Fresh Produce Program and the Cheese Processing Program.
February 17th – March 5th: Participating agencies need to complete their Wisconsin Annual USDA Foods Order (annual survey) via the internet. This order includes commitments to the DoD Fresh Produce Program and the Cheese Processing Program.
March 5th: This is the deadline for ordering USDA Foods for the next school year. Any orders placed for USDA Foods are not negotiable to change. Any dollars committed to the DoD Fresh Produce Program or the Cheese Processing Program are also not negotiable to change.
March 6th – March 17th: The Department of Public Instruction (DPI) works with the orders to create truck loads as necessary.
Middle March – Middle April: The DPI places all USDA Foods orders with USDA for the following school year.

USDA Foods deliveries are made September through May.

August through April: Each month, participating agencies must access the Wisconsin USDA Foods Ordering System from the 3rd through the 10th to check availability of additional entitlement/entitlement no charge/bonus products for the upcoming month.
