  Making a phone call
· Call your colleagues - your salesman, the grocer down the street, or your mom - what
          ever it takes to find the information you need.
· Visit another school’s successful program – It’s a great way to discover new ideas and make foodservice friends.
· Use the computer – send an email or form an email list with other similar size schools 
and communicate! – If you aren’t computer literate consider attending a class. You can enhance you skills and network at the same time.    
  Forming a support group

· Find foodservice professionals  - from schools of similar size and plan to meet once every couple of months. Make it fun – gather after work for a “session” – make sure to keep it positive and  inclusive.
· Form positive relationships - with community members/parents/staff that can/may assist your program. 
· Get to know your students – form relationships with them – they are your biggest 
support group!
