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The WiTF is sponsored by the Department of Public Instruction (DPI). DPI staff facilitates the WiTF meetings. 

Based on meeting discussions, action steps, and decisions, the WiTF members are equally responsible for work involved in carrying out decisions. Resulting work is to be submitted to the DPI for review. The DPI is responsible for reviewing the WiTF’s recommendations for change, modifying as necessary, and making final decisions.

WiTF members’ responsibilities:

1. Actively participate in all WiTF meetings and discussions.*

2. Make recommendations regarding ordering decisions, processing decisions, delivery decisions, and other important issues related to the USDA Foods program.

3. When making recommendations, represent all schools of similar size and make-up.

4. Network with other schools in your region and statewide regarding USDA Foods decisions.

5. Provide education to other schools regarding the USDA Foods decisions made and any pertinent USDA Foods issues.

6. As applicable, conduct a minimum of one taste test for state-processed products up for bid.

7. Assist/Present at SNA conferences and other related training sessions.


*An active WiTF member will:

1. Review meeting agenda and supporting documentation prior to meeting attendance.
2. Contribute ideas and brainstorm ideas in meetings, telephone conference calls, etc.
3. Follow up with decisions and carry out any work assignments, as necessary.
4. Submit completed work assignments to the DPI by established deadline(s).
