Dear Ms. Bass:

Thank you for submitting your plan for “Time As A Public Health Control” for ½ pint milk containers in DPI schools.
After reviewing your submitted plan, the Department has given approval for DPI schools to use time as a public health control for their procedures involving ½ pint milk containers.
A copy of your plan must be maintained at the establishment and be available to inspection staff upon request.

The milk containers shall be marked or otherwise identified with a discard time not to exceed 6-hours or 70º F. in accordance with your submitted procedures.  

½ pint milk containers that are unmarked, have passed the 6-hour holding time, have a temperature greater then 70º F., or are remaining containers after service shall be discarded.

This approval is contingent on all processes and procedures being correctly followed and properly monitored.  Continued non-compliance with time as a public health control procedures will result in the approval being revoked for individual schools.
