Yield Methods
Guaranteed Minimum Return (GMR/GMY): The minimum weight or number of units of processed product that will be produced and returned for a set amount of USDA Food provided.  This information is obtained from information on the end product data schedule.

Guaranteed Return: A red meat reprocessing option that specifies an exact number of finished cases that will be returned to the distributing agency (or recipient agency) from the processor.

Standard Yield: A concept that fixes the number of finished cases that a recipient will receive from a fixed truckload of raw USDA Food.  Any standard yield will be higher than a processor could normally achieve in regular processing.  This requires the processor to add some commercial product to the USDA Food.
