AIDS REGISTER: A listing of all electronic aid 
payments made by the Department of Public 
Instruction (DPI) to school districts and other 
organizations. 

Why Use It 
• Track Federal Child Nutrition reimbursement payments for all participating 

programs (School Breakfast, National School Lunch, Afterschool Snack and 
Special Milk) 

• Track State reimbursement payments for the Wisconsin School Day Milk 
Program and State Match payments for School Breakfast and National School 
Lunch Programs 

• Track handling charges for USDA Foods recovered from reimbursement 
• Verify revenue for the Annual Financial Report  
• Track all other electronic payments made by DPI to schools 

 

How to Access it 
• Public & Private Schools:

o Type in the fiscal year you are requesting. Example, if you want 
school year 2023-24, key ‘2024’. 

o In the agency ID block, start typing the agency six-digit ID number 
(two-digit county number and four-digit district number, i.e. 
401234). 

o In the agency name block, start typing the agency name and a 
dropdown list will appear. 

o Pick the requested agency name from the dropdown list. 
o Click the submit button and the requested information will appear. 

 

How to Read It 
• Participating programs are listed in sections by Program Name 
• Payments will be listed by Voucher Date, Payment Date, Voucher ID, Source, 

Project, Appropriation, Description and Amount paid.
