General Information

· Late Breaking Information – Most recent SFS Bulletins with information pertinent to current issues in school finance. 
· June/July Aid Payment Reconciliation for 2013-14 – Year-end adjusting journal entries related to the June and July, 2014 General Aid payments. 
· Per-Pupil Aid – Information related to the state aid program begun in 2012-13 that provides additional aid to districts outside of the revenue limit.
· July 1 Estimate of 2014-15 General Aid - Summary  – Summary totals from the July 1, 2014 estimate of 2014-15 General Aid.
· Fair Funding for Our Future – Information on Superintendent Evers proposed school funding plan.
· Webcast Presentations – Library of SFS online media-site (video) casts. Problem-area topics, explanations, solutions and advice are provided. 
· PI 1500 District Contacts Report – District-submitted report that identifies key district personnel and authority to submit specific reports to SFS. 
· School Finance Data Warehouse – A repository of school finance data. Users can view:
1. District Profile - a 3-year snapshot of district information including membership (aid and revenue limit), state aid amounts (equalization, special education, transportation, etc.), and other miscellaneous statistics.
2. Standard Report - the most-requested statistics for districts (comparative cost and revenue, equalization aid per member, mill rate, revenue limit per member, FTE membership, etc.). 
3. Longitudinal Reports – multi-year reports (in many cases 15+ years) of district data elements including membership, tax levies, revenue limit, general aid. 
4. Data Download – for the high-end computer user. Comma-delimited data files containing complete report data for annual and budget reports for all districts. To be used in your spreadsheet or read into your computer program. 
· School Finance Reporting Portal (SAFR) - pronounced “sapphire” – This one is important! The reporting portal for almost every SFS report. Passwords are not needed to view already-submitted, approved reports. Reports that are in the process of being submitted or checked by DPI are not viewable by the public. District staff will need to access with a password. Each district has a data “home” with the following links:
1. Introduction - short note from the Director of the SFS Team.
2. Status & Due Dates – webpage that lists SFS reports currently due and their respective status (i.e. received, amended, late, etc.) A must for keeping tabs on what is coming up!
3. Financial Data Home – webpage that collects financial reports due to SFS: Aid Certification (1505 AC & 1506 AC), Annual & Budget Reports, Tax Levies, Debt Schedules, Referendum, and Spec Ed Reports. Various auditor finance-related reports are also collected here.
4. Non-Financial Data Home – webpage that collects non-financial reports due to SFS: Summer, September, and January Pupil Counts, September and January Youth Challenge, Foster Group Home, Pupil Transportation, School Calendar, School Census. 
5. FTE Reports – District Revenue Limit FTE and Aid FTE Calculations.
6. PI 1500 District Contacts Report – District-submitted report that identifies key district personnel and authority to submit specific reports to SFS. This report can be accessed here or through link on the SFS main webpage.
7. District Contacts History – link of historical information on district contacts. District contacts are now collected via the PI-1500 District Contacts Report.
8. Auditor - Information on the auditor and audit firm of the district 

· Calendars, Important Dates to Remember – contains calendars, timelines, and summary charts of the reports due to SFS. Includes a month by month review of typical activities occurring in the business office.
· District Budget Development & Planning – section devoted to providing information relevant to budget building and projecting future financial activity.  This includes budget hearing and adoption information, revenue limit worksheets, and general aid worksheets.
· SFS Learning Center – Webpage organizing core school finance information into topical areas.
· School Finance RSS News Feeds – News feeds providing links to information relevant to school finance.
