Audited Financial Statements Due Dates and Late Reports

The due date for filing the basic financial statements for Wisconsin school districts is December 1.  Noncompliance with this filing requirement results in written notification to the school board clerk and district administrator.  Audited financial statements not received by January 1 of the subsequent year will put the district at risk of receiving delayed State Aid payments until the report is received.
Per Federal guidelines, single audit reports are due to the Federal Clearinghouse no later than March 30 of the following year.  All single audit reports should be submitted to the Department of Public Instruction (DPI) by that date. Single audit reports filed after December 1 will not result in written notification to the district’s clerk or administrator. 
Other reports required to be filed to the DPI include the Federal data collection form and any communications regarding management comments or findings. We request to have those documents submitted to us by December 1 if they have been prepared or as soon after as possible. This allows us to resolve any Federal or State questioned costs in a timely manner.
