20.465(4)(ka)  Youth Challenge program; public instruction funds. All moneys received from the department of public instruction under s. 121.095, for the operation of the Youth Challenge program under s. 321.03 (1)(c) 
321.03 (1)(c) Youth Challenge program.  The department of military affairs shall administer the Youth Challenge program for disadvantaged youth under 32 USC 509. The department of military affairs shall determine eligibility criteria for the Challenge Academy consistent with federal law. Annually, the department of military affairs shall do all of the following:

1. Calculate the state share of the average cost per pupil attending the Youth Challenge program and report this information to the department of public instruction.

2. Notwithstanding s. 118.125, report to each school district in which a pupil attending the program is enrolled the pupil’s name and the name and address of the pupil’s custodial parent or guardian.

(1)  The school district clerk shall include, as part of the annual school district report under s.120.18, all of the following:
(a)  The average of the number of pupils enrolled on the 3rd Friday of September and the 2nd Friday of January of the previous school year, including all of the following:
13. Pupils attending the Youth Challenge program under s. 321.03(1)(c).
121.095 State aid adjustment; Youth Challenge program. 
(1) Annually the department shall reduce each school district’s state aid payment under s.121.08, or other state aid payments, if necessary, by an amount calculated as follows:
(a) Determine the number of pupils counted in the school district’s membership who are attending the Youth Challenge program under s. 321.03(1)(c).
(b) Multiply the result under par. (a) by the lesser of the following:

1. The amount determined by the department of military affairs under 
s. 321.03(1)(c)1.

2. The amount determined for the school district under s. 121.91(2m)(e)3. 
for the current year.
(2) From the appropriation under s. 20.255(2)(ac), annually the department of public instruction shall pay to the department of military affairs an amount equal to the sum of the reductions under sub. (1). The department of public instruction shall ensure that the aid adjustment under sub. (1) does not affect the amount determined to be received by a school district as state aid under s. 121.08 or for any other purpose.

(1) "Number of pupils enrolled" means the number of pupils enrolled on the 3rd Friday of September, including pupils identified in s. 121.05 (1) (a) 1. to 11. and 13., and the number of pupils attending the Youth Challenge program under s. 321.03(1)(c) in the previous spring semester, except that "number of pupils enrolled" excludes the number of pupils attending public school under s. 118.145 (4), and except as follows: (see statures for rest of subchapter; not relevant to YCA).
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
