2016-17 PI-1505 ANNUAL REPORTS OPEN:  The 2016-17 Annual Reports will be opened at 5:00 p.m. today.  However, not all of the 2016-17 financial information is available at this time.  Over the next few weeks, the SFS Team will be updating the information to allow you to begin submitting reports on August 4, 2017.

To access the reports and instructions; start at School Financial Services home page http://dpi.wi.gov/sfs:

1. On the right-hand side under “Reporting Portals” click on “SFS Reporting Portals”. 
2. On this webpage, click on “Log in to View or Submit Data” and this will take you to the “Log In” page.  Once you have log in, the system will take you to your school district’s portal webpage. 
3. Note there is a green box by the “Status & Due Dates” link and when you click on “Status & Due Dates”, a chart of reports will be on your screen.  The green box with “required” are the reports that your district needs to complete.

2017-18 PUPIL TRANSPORTATION REPORT (PI-1547SS) FOR “SUMMER 2017”: The Summer 2017 Pupil Transportation (PI-1547 SS) report for the 2017-2018 school year opened on Tuesday, July 11, 2017 and is due on September 29, 2017.  The PI-1547 SS “Summer of 2017” reporting time period is completely independent of the PI-1547 for the 2017-2018 school year.  Please note the PI-1547 (for the 2016-17 school year) is closed.  
Access to the instructions can be found on the Pupil Transportation Aid https://dpi.wi.gov/sfs/aid/categorical/pupil-transportation-aid website. Click on the “Transportation Aid Information” link and then the “Transportation Aid Worksheet” link.  Once the worksheet is open, select the second tab, “Summer Transportation”.  If assistance is needed contact Bruce Anderson at 608-267-9707or bruce.anderson@dpi.wi.gov.
If your school district has an Interim session that will be completed by September 1, 2017 and the district provides pupil transportation, the ridership would be included in the PI-1547 SS for the 2017-2018 school year.  

2016-17 PI-1547 TRANSPORTATION REPORT IS CLOSED: The report collects ridership data for the 2016-17 ‘Regular School’ and/or ‘Vocational Programs’.  Each school district that provides free pupil transportation to their students from their residence to the school of attendance is encouraged to submit the ridership data for the 2016-2017 school year. If Summer/Interim school during the 2016-2017 school year included free pupil transportation, that data must be reported in the PI-1547 SS portal.  
If your district did not complete its pupil transportation data entries for the 2016-2017 school year, please contact Bruce Anderson at 608-267-9707 or bruce.anderson@dpi.wi.gov.  Bruce will work with your district to determine a date and time when your district can complete the PI-1547 and the PI-1547SS for the 2016-2017 school year.  Your auditor will be needing the data as part of their annual audit.

PREVIOUS SCHOOL FINANCE BULLETIN #693, June 30, 2017 
2017-18 JULY 1 GENERAL AID ESTIMATE: Each July 1, the department is required, per Wis. Stat. sec. 121.15(4)(b), to provide districts with an estimate of the upcoming year’s General Aid. General Aid includes Equalization, Special Adjustment and Special Transfer (Chapter 220) Aid. Although the 2017-19 state budget has not been formalized, the current budget proposal maintains the same level of general school aid funding.  Additional information is available on the Department of Public Instruction newsroom website https://dpi.wi.gov/news/releases .
Data was taken from the following sources: 

1. Audited 2016-17 district membership on file at the department as of June 16, 2017. (Note that Foster Group Home Membership adjustments are not included in this estimate. The PI-1589 Group and Foster Home FTE Log is due on June 30, 2017, and results will be incorporated into the October 15 Certification of 2017-18 General Aid.) The online detail membership report is found on each district’s home page within the School Financial Services (SFS) Reporting Portal on the team’s home web page located at http://dpi.wi.gov/sfs/reporting/safr/overview.   

2. 2016 School Aid Values certified to districts in May, 2017 (TIF-Out + Computer Value). Reorganization adjustments that become effective July 1, 2017 are not included, but will be included on the October 15 certification of aid eligibility worksheet. District values are located at  

1. SFS Home (http://dpi.wi.gov/sfs)
2. » Accounting, Auditing & Financial Management
3. » Property Value

3. 2016-17 Budget Report (PI-1504) Shared Cost as of June 16, 2017. The online Budget Report can be found under “Financial Data Home” on each district’s home page within the SFS Reporting Portal on the team’s home web page located at https://dpi.wi.gov/sfs/reporting/safr/overview.

4. General School Aids appropriation funding of $4,584,098,000.  

NOTE:  This aid calculation is an estimate based upon the best information available as of July 1, 2017. On October 15, 2017, the department will certify General Aid for 2017-18 using district 2016-17 PI-1505-AC (Aid Certification) data, as verified by school district auditors on the PI-1506-AC. The October 15 General Aid Certification must be used in district 2017-18 revenue limit calculations which determine 2017-2018 tax levies certified in Fall, 2017. 

The 2017-18 July 1 General Aid estimate worksheets are available on the team’s website at https://dpi.wi.gov/sfs/aid/general/summary.   Use the pull down menu on the Excel worksheet to access your district’s aid estimate. Note that this aid estimate incorporates the 2016-17 October-to-Final adjustments.
