JULY 23 DELAYED EQUALIZATION AID PAYMENT AND ADJUSTMENTS FOR 2017-18: The 2017-18 July Delayed Equalization Aid has been processed for payment on July 23, 2018.  Final FY 2017-18 adjustments to Open Enrollment and Tuition Waiver revenues and expenditures has been applied to the eligible July Delayed Equalization Aid payment.  The 2017-18 June and July Aid Payment Reconciliation workbook has been updated to include these final adjustments and net FY 2017-18 July Delayed Equalization Aid payment amount.

PI-1505 SE (SPECIAL EDUCATION) ANNUAL REPORT – 2017-18: The PI-1505 SE (Special Education) Report is open for 2017-18 data entry. It is important to note that this report must be completed along with the PI-1505.
PI-1505 AC (AID CERTIFICATION) REPORT AND AUDITOR REPORTS – 2017-18: The PI-1505 AC, PI-1506 AC and the other required auditor reports for 2017-18 will open after all certified amounts are known later this month. Please watch the listserv for additional information.

2018-19 PUPIL TRANSPORTATION REPORT (PI-1547 SS) FOR “SUMMER 2018”: The Summer 2018 Pupil Transportation (PI-1547 SS) report for the 2018-2019 school year is open and is due on September 28, 2018.  The PI-1547 SS “Summer of 2018” reporting time period is completely independent of the PI-1547 for the 2018-2019 school year.

If your school district has an Interim session that will be completed by September 1, 2018 and the district provides pupil transportation, the ridership would be included in the PI-1547 SS for the 2018-2019 school year.

2017-18 PI-1547 TRANSPORTATION REPORT STATUS:  The report was due on July 6th, but the portal will remain open until July 23rd so approximately 50 districts can complete this 2017-18 report. This report collects ridership data for the 2017-18 ‘Regular School’ and/or ‘Vocational Programs’.  Each school district that provides free pupil transportation to their students from their residence to the school of attendance is encouraged to submit the ridership data for the 2017-2018 school year. 
If your district did not complete its pupil transportation data entries for the 2017-2018 school year, please contact Bruce Anderson at 608-267-9707 or bruce.anderson@dpi.wi.gov.  Bruce will work with your district to determine a date and time when your district can complete the PI-1547 and the PI-1547SS (Summer of 2017) for the 2017-2018 school year.  Your auditor will be needing the data as part of their annual audit.
