The survey will collect 9th grade student counts from the 2017-18 school year and is due on Friday, October 12th.

Because districts can have more than one person assigned to submit school finance student information, it is possible that multiple district staff members received this email. 2018-19 STATE TUITION CLAIMS NOW OPEN: The 2018-19 workbook for claiming State Tuition based on 2017-18 data is now available. Districts enrolling pupils residing in certain eligible facilities due to action by a unit of local, state, or federal government may claim tuition reimbursement from DPI under this program.

Claims are due October 26, 2018. The claim workbook, instructions, and more information are available at https://dpi.wi.gov/sfs/aid/categorical/state-tuition. Note that the instructions and workbook have been updated regarding the types of direct or administrative costs eligible to be claimed; see page 5 of the instructions for details.

GRANTING 9 WEEK & 18 WEEK SPECIAL TUITION: The SFS Team has created new information to explain how non-resident families with the intention to move into the school district are allowed to apply for up to 18 weeks of special tuition.  This special tuition parent option can impact a district’s September Pupil Count (PI-1563) and a district’s Revenue Limit calculation.

“Fiscal Year at a Glance Summer 2018 – Spring 2019” is a two page spreadsheet that provides a list of several financial reports districts need to be aware of during the school year: 

 Fiscal Year at a Glance Summer 2018 - Spring 2019  (https://dpi.wi.gov/sites/default/files/imce/sfs/pdf/fy_glance_summer_18_spring19.pdf) Fourteen (14) are mandatory and they are arranged according to the date the report is due to the Department of Public Instruction (DPI).  The twenty-two (22) other reports will need to be completed if applicable to your school district and they are also arranged according to date the report is due. 
The 2018-19 Multi-tasker Planning Calendar  is a 12-month summary chart of the main reports and activities that occur throughout the school year (July – June): https://dpi.wi.gov/sites/default/files/imce/sfs/pdf/multitasker201819.pdf 

Also provided is this section are “Detailed Planning Calendars” each Word document expands upon the Multitasker, dividing activities into segments containing crucial resource information. Each month retains the three-column format from the 12-month multitasker above (prior, current and next fiscal year) but also includes general overall descriptions to explain what needs to be accomplished with a certain activity. Note that while each district has its own way of doing business and these monthly calendars may not be exactly similar to a district's specific needs, they do provide a general idea of what happens when.
HIGH COST SPECIAL EDUCATION AID CLAIMS DUE DECEMBER 7th: This program provides additional special education aid to Wisconsin school districts, independent (2r/2x) charter schools, CESAs or CCDEBs. An LEA providing FAPE is eligible for aid when a student with disabilities has actual, additional, non-administrative costs of special education and related services in excess of $30,000, after certain reimbursements are excluded.
