2018-19 ADJUSTMENTS TO STATE AID PAYMENTS: State law directs school district state aid payments to be withheld in full or in part for a variety of reasons, including projected net negative regular and special education Open Enrollment and Tuition Waivers, Wisconsin and Racine Parental Choice Program (WPCP/RPCP) deductions for private school vouchers, Special Needs Scholarship Program (SNSP) deductions for private school special education vouchers, New Independent Charter Schools Pupils, and the Challenge Academy deductions. The Actual and Projected State Aid Adjustments workbook details the current estimates of these adjustments and identifies the actual and projected withholdings from state aid payments. These withholdings are subtracted from the district's aid eligibility to estimate the actual cash payment. The workbook is intended to explain differences between districts anticipated state aids and the amount actually paid, if any, as well as to project future state aid adjustments for cash flow planning purposes.  The workbook is based on the best currently available information, which is subject to change, and therefore this workbook will be updated periodically throughout the year.

2018-19 PRE-POPULATED REVENUE LIMIT WORKSHEETS: The pre-populated 2018-19 revenue limit Excel worksheets have been updated based on currently submitted school district data.  The worksheets include: the October 15 Certification of General School Aid; the non-recurring revenue limit exemption for private school voucher students (Line 10.H.); and the private school special needs voucher students (Line 10.I).  For twenty-five school districts, the prior law directive to include in 2016-17 student membership (Line 6) the number of FTE students receiving a special needs private school voucher remains.

The 2018-2019 worksheet includes the new Department of Revenue administered aid program, State Aid for Exempt Personal Property (Line 12.D.). This new aid was created as part of the 2017-19 biennial budget passage and acts as a levy offset to the Fund 10 levy and will be coded to Source 691 when received. Any questions on the calculation of this aid amount should be directed to the Local Government Services team at the Department of Revenue.  

Other changes to the 2018-19 worksheet include the addition of FTE student counts for new independent charter schools added to Line 2 and Line 6. 16 school districts will be affected by this change.  It is important to note these districts will have an aid deduction in June 2010 equal to the FTE multiplied by $8,619 per FTE. 

The 2018-19 Revenue Limit worksheets have been updated to incorporate these changes along with worksheet changes to incorporate State Aid for Exempt Personal Property (Line 12D) into the calculation and can be found by going to:

ESSA SCHOOL LEVEL BUDGET REPORT OPEN: The first collection for the federal ESSA School Level Reporting is now open! Districts and independent charter schools can now enter their summary budget data by school for the 2018-19 school year.

As with all recent DPI applications, users and user roles are being assigned with Application Security Manager (ASM). The person completing the School Level Budget Report will need a WAMS ID. If they already have a WAMS ID for one of the WISE collections, they should use it for School Level Reporting. Instructions on obtaining a WAMS ID are available at https://dpi.wi.gov/sites/default/files/imce/wisedash/pdf/wams-guide.pdf.

Once that person has a WAMS ID, they will need to work with your District Security Administrator (DSA) to get into the SLR application, which is a two-step process:

· The DSA will need to go into DPI Secure Home (https://dpi.wi.gov/wise/secure-home-info) and choose “Application Security Manager” from the menu. Then, they assign either themselves or someone else to the “Combined Reporting Administrator” role.

· Whoever is the Combined Reporting Administrator will need to go into Secure Home, Application Security Manager, and assign the person completing the School Level Budget Report to the “LEA SLR Administrator” role.

ESSA School Level Reporting can be accessed through the SFS Combined Reporting page at https://apps4.dpi.wi.gov/sfsCombined. After going into School Level Reporting and then clicking the “Exclusions” button to get started, the user will be prompted for their WAMS credentials.

STATE SPECIAL EDUCATION AID ELIGIBILITY INFORMATION: Amounts for the November 19, 2018 eligibility payment of Special Education and School-Age Parents categorical aid, the first payment of the year, have been determined. This year’s November through March interim payments will use a proration rate of 24.50 percent. A slightly lower rate is used for these maximum eligible payments to avoid overpayment; the final payment in June 2019 will reflect each LEA’s full aid eligibility at the year’s final proration rate. It is important to note that the eligibility amount will not necessarily equal the cash payment amount, due to a variety of factors, including state law required aid deductions.

In addition, please use this time to confirm that your Grant Payments In (GPI) and Grant Payments Out (GPO) match the corresponding LEAs amount. You may want to review the following:
· Confirm that for each LEA the corresponding Grant Payments In amount equal Grant Payments Out amount (GPI=GPO); and
· Confirm that the total of all expenditures reported with an object code for payments to other aid-eligible LEAs (382 to District, 383 to CCDEB, or 386 to CESA) and a grant project code (340 IDEA, 315/317 district transit, 515/517 CESA transit, or 599 other grants) is also reported as Grant Payments Out (GPO).
HIGH COST SPECIAL EDUCATION AID CLAIMS -- DUE DECEMBER 7th: This program provides additional special education aid to Wisconsin school districts, independent (2r) charter schools, CESAs or CCDEBs. An LEA providing F.A.P.E is eligible for aid when a student with disabilities has actual, additional, non-administrative costs of special education and related services in excess of $30,000, after certain reimbursements are excluded. 2017 Wisconsin Act 59 modified the law such that school districts will qualify for reimbursement of 90 percent (rather than 70 percent) of eligible prior year costs above the high-cost aid threshold ($30,000 for an individual child). 2017-18 CHARTER SCHOOL AUTHORIZER REPORT -- DUE DECEMBER 1st:  Information for charter school authorizers is located at http://dpi.wi.gov/sms/charter-schools/information-authorizers.  Or, directly at https://dpi.wi.gov/sms/charter-schools/information-authorizers#Annual%20Report%20to%20State%20Superintendent%20and%20Legislature 

On this page select “Submit Annual Report to State Superintendent and Legislature”. Beginning in the 2016-17 school year and each year thereafter, charter school authorizers must submit, to the state superintendent and to the legislature under s. 13.172 (2), a report that includes all of the following:

1. An identification of each charter school operating under contract with the authorizer, each charter school that operated under a contract with the authorizer but had its contract nonrenewed or revoked or that closed, and each charter school under contract with the authorizer that has not yet begun to operate.

2. The academic and financial performance of each charter school operated under contract with the authorizer.

3. The operating costs the authorizer incurred while fulfilling its statutory duties, detailed in an audited financial statement prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles.

4. The services the authorizer provided to the charter schools under contract with the authorizer and an itemized accounting of the cost of the services.
