2019-20 PRE-POPULATED REVENUE LIMIT BASE DATA: The preliminary 2019-20 Revenue Limit blank executable and pre-populated worksheets are now available on the School Financial Services website under

THE CALCULATION METHODOLOGY USED IN THE 2019-20 PRE-POPULATED WORKSHEET REFLECTS CURRENT LAW. Note that this calculation may be altered as we move through the upcoming legislative session. Revisit the pre-populated worksheets to check for changes.

At this time, the 2019-20 worksheet contains ONLY (Line 1) base computation, (Lines 2 & 6) membership numbers for 2016, 2017, 2018 (unaudited), and any Referenda or Energy Efficiency exemptions currently entered into the SAFR Reporting Portal. No other fields contain data. Always be mindful of the “as of” date which indicates when the data was extracted from the database.

The 2019-20 numbers are preliminary and based on the district's 2018-19 computation. Any change to a district’s 2018-19 Revenue Limit computation may affect what the district’s 2019-20 computation looks like. The SFS Team will update with new information as available.

JANUARY PUPIL COUNT DATE IS FRIDAY, JANUARY 11, 2019: Now is a good time to check your school district calendar to confirm that school is scheduled for January 11th and your district intends to take the 2nd Friday in January pupil count that day.  If your district needs an Alternative Count Date, due to a scheduled event you will need to email DPIFIN@dpi.wi.gov and explain the situation. Your district will be notified of the Alternative January Pupil Count date by email.  
If an unplanned situation, such as weather conditions or other unforeseen events, cause the district to close on the 2nd Friday in January standard count date, the district must email DPIFIN@dpi.wi.gov and explain the situation. Please specify the alternative date that you are requesting. In most circumstances, the alternative date will be either the Thursday before or the Monday after the Friday count date.

SCHOOL LEVEL BUDGET REPORT – HELP! Many districts and LEAs have been asking for help about the ESSA School Level Budget report. Here are answers to common problems we are being contacted about:

HOW DO I GET ACCESS TO THE REPORT?

As with all recent DPI applications, users and user roles are being assigned with Application Security Manager (ASM). Once you have a WAMS ID (we recommend using the same one as for WISEgrants) your District Security Administrator has to set you up in ASM through DPI Secure Home. See the first item on our SLR Help page at https://dpi.wi.gov/sfs/reporting/slr/help for details and make sure to do both steps: assign a Combined Reporting Administrator role, then assign the LEA SLR Administrator role to actually do the report.

WHO IS OUR DPI SECURE HOME DISTRICT SECURITY ADMINISTRATOR?

You can look up your District Security Administrator at https://apps2.dpi.wi.gov/ldsutil/admin/. If the individual shown is no longer with your district/LEA, follow the instructions at https://dpi.wi.gov/wise/secure-home-info under “Getting Started in Your District.”

I WAS JUST SET UP IN ASM, BUT STILL CAN’T GET IN

Once someone has the "LEA SLR Administrator" role in ASM, the security system can take up to 30 minutes to feed that information into the School Level Reporting application. Close your browser, wait 15-30 minutes, and try again. If that doesn’t help, follow the instructions on the Combined Reporting home page under “Having Problems Logging In?”

I WAS WORKING ON THE REPORT EARLIER (YESTERDAY, ETC.) BUT NOW I GET A STRANGE ERROR

Close your browser, restart it, and try to log back in. The application resets after a period of inactivity.

I ENTERED SOME NUMBERS AND HIT PROCEED, BUT THEY DIDN’T SAVE

Close your browser, restart it, and try to log back in. The application resets after a period of inactivity.

I’VE CLOSED MY BROWSER AND RESTARTED IT, BUT AM STILL GETTING AN ERROR

You may need to clear your browser’s cookies. UW-Madison IT support has instructions for doing so on all browsers at https://kb.wisc.edu/helpdesk/page.php?id=12384.

I’VE TRIED ALL THAT, NOTHING’S WORKED

Take a screenshot (Windows: Alt-PrtScr; Mac: Shift-Command-4) and paste it into an email. Send it to dpifin@dpi.wi.gov.
