2018-19 MEMBERSHIP AUDITS: The list of districts selected for the required 2018-19 membership audits will be available early next week. The membership reports will remain closed until the audits are announced.

REMINDER ON REVIEWING SCHOOL LEVEL BUDGET DATA: We encourage districts and independent charter schools to review their 2018-19 School Level Budget reports and verify that the per-pupil expenditure numbers for their schools are reasonable. These can be accessed by logging into the School Level Reporting application through https://apps4.dpi.wi.gov/sfsCombined and clicking the Reports menu along the top. “District Reports” will display a table of all schools, while “School Reports” allows you to select a school from the dropdown and generate a report for that individual school.

If you need to modify your 2018-19 School Level Budget submission, all you have to do is go through the report again, entering your revised data, and then re-finalize the report.

SUMMER AND INTERIM SESSION UPDATES:  The 2019 Summer Session Letter to District Administrators and Guidance have been posted to the SFS Team page. Both documents include the administrative rule changes that have been in place since May 2017, as well as a reminder to districts of 2017 Wisconsin Act 151, which expanded online summer or interim classes.  The expanded list includes any class that the school board determines would fulfill a high school graduation requirement, including a class in health education, vocational education, foreign languages, fine arts and other courses.

SPECIAL EDUCATION AID ELIGIBILITY INFORMATION: Amounts for the February 19, 2019 eligibility payment of Special Education and School-Age Parents categorical aid, the fourth payment of the year, have been determined. This year’s November through March interim payments will use a proration rate of 24.50 percent. A slightly lower rate is used for these payments to avoid overpayment; the final payment in June 2019 will reflect each LEA’s full aid eligibility at the year’s final proration rate.

2018-19 MEMBERSHIP RECONCILIATION: Be sure to review the online presentation to assist districts in completing their PI-1563 September/PI-1563 January Membership count reconciliation report.  This tool contains both narrative information as well as 2 short instructional videos that walk viewers through an easy example as well as 5 more difficult situations that a district might encounter while completing this student reconciliation report. 

The training has been designed to be viewed one section at a time in any order.  If you only have a few minutes to spare in your busy schedule, you can view one section and come back later to complete the training.  In total, all eight sections can be viewed in about 30 minutes.

Remember that the reconciliation report is required, but cannot be completed until the district submits their January PI-1563 Report in SAFR. This is a must-see presentation if you are new to this process.

PI-1563 JANUARY PUPIL COUNT REPORT DUE JANUARY 25TH: The January PI-1563 report is due Friday, January 25, 2019.  A district that fails to submit the report by the due date will automatically receive a 2018-19 membership audit. General information about school finance related student counts can be found at http://dpi.wi.gov/sfs/children/enrollment/overview.

It is important to remind your school building administration and secretaries that the PI-1563 January count report is separate and, in addition to, any other WISEdata information.  The 2nd Friday in January is a pupil count date that impacts many programs, including the calculation of general school aids. The PI-1563 (the school finance pupil report) can be adjusted over a period of months to impact state school aids.  Student information submitted via WISEdata has different and unique reporting requirements.

Each district is encouraged to complete the PI-1563 Pupil Count Report Workbook Form (updated 12-19-2018) before attempting to complete the PI 1563 portal. PI-1505 SPECIAL EDUCATION ANNUAL REPORT – OPEN UNTIL WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 23: The PI-1505-SE (Special Education) will close on Wednesday, January 23rd for the February aid calculation. Please respond to any outstanding issues with the PI-1505-SE before January 23, 2019.  

The SFS team is hoping to resolve all 2017-2018 PI-1505-SE issues before February 1st. We appreciate your assistance. Any issues not resolved will be prior year adjustments.

PUPIL TRANSORTATION AID JANUARY ELIGIBLITY PAYMENT INFORMATION:  On Monday, January 28, 2019 most school districts and a few independent LEA charter schools will receive a categorical aid payment based on the 2017-2018 data the entered into the PI-1547.  The aid payment for 2018-2019 school year was calculated on a total of 448,866 children reported as eligible for aid reimbursement. Pupil transportation aid in 2018-2019 was calculated at 100 percent of eligibility because aid eligibility was less than the aid appropriation. This is the fourth year with independent LEA charter schools receiving Pupil Transportation Aid.

A Residual Balance of Allocation payment will be sent out in June of 2019, after district audit adjustments are made.
