TRANSFER OF SERVICE REQUESTS DUE FRIDAY, AUGUST 30: Transfer of Service requests are due by August 30. This includes the TOS Part C Request, which is the final required step for the actual SpEd and/or LEP TOS request. There is a separate Part C for SpEd and LEP. An exemption cannot be processed without this “Part C” step.  Amendments to the TOS Part C can be made at any time prior to the due date.

REMINDER – REPORTS CLOSING ON AUGUST 30TH – Districts are reminded that the following reports will close on August 30:

PI-1505-AC: data from this report is the basis for the calculation of district shared costs figures that will be used for the October 15 Aid Certification for the 2013-14 school year.

PI-5000 – Transfer of Service (TOS): data in this report is used to determine whether a district may claim a TOS exemption for its 2013-14 Revenue Limit calculation.

REMINDER – POSTING FUND 80 REPORT TO DISTRICT WEBSITE BY AUGUST 31ST – 2013 Wisconsin Act 20 requires school districts to publish the 2013-14 Fund 80 planned expenditures and levy information (described in previous School Finance Bulletins) on the district’s website within 60 days of the effective date of Act 20.  Act 20 became effective July 2, 2013; thus the 60 day period for publishing the information on district websites will expire on August 31, 2013.

Districts that have already completed the SFS Team Fund 80 Survey (report to DPI) may post the district’s survey response to the districts own website to meet this reporting requirement. Districts that have not already completed the SFS Team Fund 80 Survey may post the Fund 80 information in a format of their choice. PARENT PAID CONTRACTED TRANSPORTATION – In response to questions the SFS team received over the summer, we would like to remind districts and bus companies that using a special transportation vehicle or route to transport additional parent-paid pupils can jeopardize the district’s eligibility for state special education aid or federal IDEA funding on that vehicle or route. Providers marketing directly to parents should coordinate with the district to ensure that their services will not put its special education funding at risk.
