SCAM INVOICES PRETENDING TO BE SENT FROM SCHOLASTIC SCHOOL SUPPLY: Woody Wiedenhoeft, WASBO’s Executive Director, has forwarded the WASBO Peer to Peer Communication thread to the Attorney General's office (Wisconsin Department of Justice).   DOJ is investigating this organization and fraudulent invoices. Your school districts should be expecting a questionnaire from the Department of Justice on the matter of scam invoices pretending to be sent from Scholastic School Supply.  The questionnaire will go to each School District's Superintendent in order to make sure each school district receives the questionnaire.  Given the initial positive response received from WASBO members, the Department of Justice has asked that School Business Officials coordinate and work with your District Superintendent on this questionnaire.  WASBO and the SFS Team are very satisfied that this matter is being looked into and we offer our thanks to the Department of Justice for their action.
PI-1505-SE SPECIAL EDUCATION ANNUAL REPORT REMINDER: Districts who are overdue and working on their annual reports should note that the PI-1505-SE will close for aid processing on September 30 with the full PI-1505. This information is required for the first payment of state special education categorical aid in November. If the PI-1505-SE is NOT completed in time, the district will miss the November payment and not be able to receive those funds until December. STATE TUITION CLAIMS DUE FRIDAY, SEPTEMBER 26: Claims for tuition paid by the state for students in certain types of residential facilities are due this Friday, September 26. Details on the State Tuition program, including eligible facilities, are available at http://sfs.dpi.wi.gov/sfs_tuit_st.  If you are preparing a State Tuition claim but do not believe it will be ready to submit on Friday, please contact Daniel Bush at daniel.bush@dpi.wi.gov or 608-267-9212.
REVENUE LIMIT LINE 10D ADJUSTMENT FOR REFUNDED OR RESCINDED PROPERTY TAXES. The 2011-13 budget created a non-recurring revenue limit adjustment for school districts equal to the amount of any refunded or rescinded taxes, provided that the Department of Revenue has determined that the equalized value of the school district is changed as a result of consideration of the valuation represented by the refunded or rescinded taxes under current law provisions. 

If your district is levying for a chargeback related to a redetermination of equalized value (as opposed to charging back for uncollected property taxes), please send a copy of your documentation to karen.kucharz@dpi.wi.gov so that it may be entered into Line 10D of your district’s revenue limit computation. The Pupil Count Report has been updated to reflect changes in state law pertaining to the counting of certain pupils enrolled in Course Options and we have modified how you will count home-schooled pupils attending a public school in their resident school district or a non-resident school district. 

Districts will be able to access this report from the School Financial Services home page at:  http://sfs.dpi.wi.gov/, by selecting the “School Finance Reporting Portal” link and then “Log In to View or Submit Data” link.  After logging in, from the district’s home page, you may select either the “Status and Due Dates” or the “Non-Financial Data Home” link to access the PI-1563 (September) Pupil Count Report. Resources are available to assist districts in generating the pupil count data.
