FINANCIAL REPORTS CLOSING ON OCTOBER 2: The PI-1505 AC, PI-1506 AC, PI-1505 Annual and PI 1505-SE Annual reports will close at 4:00 p.m. on Friday, October 2.  The 2014-15 membership report will also be closed.  

These financial reports will remain closed to allow the SFS Team to complete the required October 15th equalization aid certification and determine other aid amounts.  The financial reports will re-open on October 26, 2015.
PI-1804 PUPIL COUNT SUMMER SCHOOL DUE ON OCTOBER 2:  Please remember to finish up your PI-1804 Pupil Count Summer School Report.  The summer school counts impact your 2015-16 revenue limit calculation. 
PUPIL TRANSPORTATION REPORT (PI-1547 SS) FOR “SUMMER 2015 (FY 2015-2016)” DUE OCTOBER 2:  The reporting portal will close on Friday, October 2, 2015.  Summer school (held in 2015) starts the 2015-2016 school year with regard to pupil transportation data.  Please send this reminder to your transportation director and other staff members who participate in the collection and entry of the PI-1547 SS data.  It is logical to enter the data as soon as practical so the information is not miss-placed or lost.

PI-1563 SEPTEMBER PUPIL COUNT REPORT DUE OCTOBER 2:  The PI-1563 Pupil Count Report is due on Friday, October 2. 

The Pupil Count Report will NOT be used to collect private school voucher student information per the changes in 2015 Act 55 (2015-17 Biennial Budget).   Beginning in 2015-16, state law directs DPI to count NEW students attending a private school with a state funded voucher for the purpose of:  (a) determining a new non-recurring revenue limit exemption (Line 10.H.); (b) reducing a district’s state aids payment in June 2016; and (c) increasing a district’s 2015-16 membership count used for state aid purposes in 2016-17.  DPI will make the membership adjustments and calculate the revenue limit and aid impacts.  Districts do NOT report the private school voucher student counts to DPI.  We will notify school districts of the estimated financial impacts on October 15, 2015.
