PREVIOUS LISTSERV MESSAGE #615, October 7, 2015
PER-PUPIL AID IN 2015-16: Districts should be aware that, while Per-Pupil Aid for 2015-16 is $150 multiplied by Line 6 (Current 3-Year Average) from the district’s 2015-16 Revenue Limit Worksheet, the aid will be paid on the second Monday in July, 2016. This is a change from prior years, as districts will NOT receive the actual cash in the 2015-16 fiscal year. Per-Pupil Aid will be booked as a receivable for the 2015-16 fiscal year. This may affect cash-flow borrowing decisions. 

In 2016-17, vouchering of Per-Pupil Aid will return to the fourth Monday in March. 

The SFS Team annually posts a yearly schedule of the payment dates for state aid payments received by your district.  This is a useful document and can be accessed under “Aid Payment Information” on the left side of the web at http://sfs.dpi.wi.gov/ or directly at http://sfs.dpi.wi.gov/sites/default/files/imce/sfs/pdf/paysch16.pdf.

SEPTEMBER 2015 PUPIL COUNT REPORT:  The PI-1563 Pupil Count Report was due on Friday, October 2, but data can be revised until the membership audit list is selected in late January.

If revisions are necessary, and often they are, the portal remains open for districts to sign back in, correct the data, re-submit, and re-print a certification page. Districts are encouraged to make sure the counts in the membership portal are correct, as this is the data used to pre-populate the 2015-16 Revenue Limit worksheets under the “Budget Development and Planning” link on the SFS site.
